He was then
oumdd to be insane and incapable of pleading, and was orders]
to be detained during the pleasure of the Government,

Co, Meath,—0On 6th December, 1952, a Land Steward and a
Gamekeeper, in the same employment spent the day on a drink-
ing bout.  Having returned to the Gamekeeper's house an
altercation occurred and the Gamekeeper took a shot-gun and
fired point plank at the Steward, killing him. At the Central
Criminal court the Gamekeoper was found “ Not Cuilty " of
Murder and was discharged.

Mayo,—The dead body of a female infant was found in n
sack in a cemetery vault, Death was caused by strangulation,
Investigation pointed to a definite suspect, but the Attorney-
General advised that the evidence available waz not sufficient

to warrani an arrest,

DPublin Metropolitan Area,—The dead body of o male infant
wes found concealed under shrubs in a cemetery.,  Death was
cansed by respiratory failure due to vielenee.

Dublin Metropolitan Area,—0On 3rd Anpust. 1952, an alterca-
tion took place between two brothers concerning payment of a
Court Award which one had seoured against the other for damage
to a house,  An affray ensued in which one of them, assisted by
his son, inflicted serious injuries on the other with a dagger and
a gobbler's knife. The offenders were charged with * Attempted
Murder,” and at the Central Criminal Court on 19th November,
1852, they pleaded * Guilty.” The senior defendant was
sentenced to seven years' Penal Servitnde and his son was
gentenced to five years' Penal Servitude. Leave to appeal was
refused.

In offences against property with violence, i.e., Burglary,
Honsebreaking and Sacrilege, the value of property reported as
stolen in 1952 wax 061,527 %, 11d., of which property valued at
15,0000 1ls. 1Ll was mecoversd.

In offences against Property without violence, 1., Larcoenics,
the value of property reported as stolen in 1952 was £103,218
fis. Gd., of which property valued at £30.456 19s, 4d. was re-
covered,

In the year 1851 the total value of property stolen was

BCIENTIFIC AIDS TO CRIME DETECTION.

A Speical Section of Crime Branch Headguarters—known as
the Technical Burean—provides valuable assistance by means of
eeientific aids to Gardai throwghout the country in the invesii-
gation of erime,

The SBeotion is provided with up-to-date squipment.

The staff is appointed from experienced members who have
had technical training, and lectures with practical demonstrations
in modern methods of eriminal investigation are given to members
of Detective Branch, uniformed members in the more populons
centres and also to reeruit Gardal in training.

At the request of the Army Authorities. lectures are given
also to parties of Military Police Probationers,

The Bection comprises six sub-sections, v =—

(1} Investigation, « (4} Mapping.
i2) Fingerprints and {5} istics.
Criminal Becords. (8) Radio,

(3 Photography.

Brief particulars of the work done by the units during the
Year are :—

(1} IxvESTIOATION,

The services of this unit are sought by loeal officers in the
inveatigation of serious crime.  The Headquarters unit fornis
n nzeful link between the Commissioner and loeal officers at all
riages of the investigation, and co-relates enqguires extending
over various Girds Districts,  When necessary the unit arranges
for the employment of extern experts, such as the State Patholo-
gist, State Analyst, Handwriting, Textile Experts, ete,

During the vear 1952 officers spent 157 diys in visiting the
soenes of erme, including mneder, arson and serious cnses of
houschreaking, together with 42 days spent at Cowrts, Cone-
ferences, ete.

Preliminary oxamination of handwriting exhibits, articles
of clothing for stains, eliminated many of these and saved con-
giderable expense of examination by experts.

The number of exhibits examined was 500, of which 299 were
eliminated.

{2} FivcerPRI®TE AND URpnxan Recorps.

These provide a complete record of previous convictions of
each criminal, a deseription, photograph amd history of subject
with modus operandi employed.

The total number of eriminal records mow fibed iz 73078,
repregenting an inerease of 2,704 on the 1051 figures,

Fingerprints found at the scenes of crimes are oloassified
and eompared with those already recorded.  The comparison may
lead to the identity of the criminal, but when no identification
is made (a= in the case of new entrants to erime), the prints
found are preserved for future reference. When o new eriminal
ia arrested. it is thus often possible to connect him with out-

standing crimes.



Enquirics are daily received from and sent to other police
forces, and interchange of fingerprints and records is made in
the case of travelling criminals,

engines and chassis and on pedal oveles.

The range covers some 30 miles depending on contours of

18 cars in Dublin, Rathfarnham and Howth are fitted with
two-way radio telephone ; 8 two-way sels and 14 receiving sota
are also installed in Girda Stations in Dublin and adjoining
counties,

Walkie-talkie radio sets are also issued to foot patrols for
control of erowds at public mestings, sports fixtores, ete,

Eadio ears are continuously patrolling in Dublin and suburbs,
and during varable hours in adjoining counties, and form a link
with foot and cvele patrols. These cars are in constant touch
with Headguarters and with one another.

Partioulars of erimes, road accidentz, strect disturbanees
are broadeast and ears are directed to scenes to cut off escape
of fleeing eriminals, These messages are also received at Giarda
Btations on perimeter of city, and patrols from these Stations
are notified when necessary,

Radio communications are linked up to relay complaints
received from the public over the * 890" telephone asvstem
regarding crime, suspicious loiterers, ete., thus enabling speedy
attention to be given by Girda to complainta. Several arrests
on the spot have been made within a few minutes of receipt of
complaints, and also vehicles involved in hit and run accidents
have been intercepted.

A number of business houwses in Dublin have installed aoto-
matie " burglar-alorms.'” which ame connected to Detective
Branch, Dublin Castle. Alarms received are at ones hroadeasst
to radio cars,
