The number of indictable offences which were roported or
became known to the Ginda Siochine during the vear 1953 was
15,602, which figure is 852 more than the number for the year

Procesdings were taken in 7,603 cases.

The increase in offences in 1953 is mainly in the Larceny
group, where an increase of 663 is shown, including an increase
of 628 in Larcenies of Pedal Cyeles, and in offences relating to
Housebreaking where the increase is 287,

Bevon murders of persons aged above one year were recordod
in the year 1953. Procosdings were taken in five cases and in
the remaining two cases, the perpetrators committed suicide.

Brief particulars of the crimes are :—

Dublin Melropolitan Area.—On 12th January, 1053, the
dend bodies of & young widow and her nine years” old daughter
were found in the kitchenette of their home, The taps of & gas
stove were furned on and their deaths were due to gas polsoning.
The dead body of another child, n daughter aged four vears,
was found hanging by a soft cord from the end of o cot in a bed-
room. The young woman in a fit of emotional strain following
the death of her husbamd, had ended the lives of all thres,

Co, Dubfin.—0n 11th Juno, 1853, at 12.15 mm., & Voung
married woman, living apart from her husband owing to domestie
strife, opened the door of her mother's home in response to a
knock. Her husband, who was outside the door, discharged a
shot from n shotgun at her, inflicting fatal injuries, He then
ran away, but later retumed to the house, hroke in through a
window and shot himsell when insido,

Co. Louth.—On 16th July, 1853, o ten-yoar-old oy was
found in a dying condition in a disused stable. He was removed
to hospital where he died an hour later from fracture of the
skull ani strangulation.



A young man was arrestod and charged with the orime, and
at the Central Coaminal Court he was founad ©° Couiley bt Tnsane,”
and was ordered to be kept in strict confinement during the
pleasure of the Govermment,

o, Kerrgo—Om 20st July, 1958, an 80 vears' old widow was
soverely beaten about the head with a piece of metal piping by
her nincteen vears' old grandson, She died some hours Inter.
At the Contral Criminal Court the grandson was foond insans
and nnfit to plead and was ordered to be kept in custody during
the pleasure of the Government.

Co. Limeriel,—On 18th November, 1053, at about 10 p.m.,
an clderly nurse, while walking alone on the public rosd, was
fet npon by o voung man and was knocked down, A violent
struggle ensued and she was stranglsd, A young man of the
labouring class was amrested and clinrged with the erime. At
the Central Criminal Court he was convicted and was sentenced
to death. The sentence was carried out.

Co. Cork.—On 14th December, 1953, a man of the labouring
clazs entered o Garda Station and made a statement that he had
killel his wife at their home. The dead body, with a gaping
waoninad in the throat, was fonund stretohed on w bed.  The husband
was arrested and charged with the erime, At the Central Criminal
Court he was found ** Not Guilty " and was dischanged,

Iblin Metropolitan Area.—0n 22nd December, 1853, the
dead body of & young woman of no oceupation was found in a
laneway., A scarfl was fied tightly around her neck and death
had been cavsed by steangulntion. A young seaman was arrested
and charged with the erime. At the Central Criminal Court
he was convicted and was sentenced to death. The sentence
has been commuied to Penal Servitude for life.

E.R=—0n 23rd April, 1953, & young domestic gave
hirlhallfzru{ female infant at II:ur employer's residence, and its
dead body was later found in o diteh nearby. _Ihl.th had beon
caused by suffocation. The girl was charged with Murder. At
the Cireuit Court she pleaded guilty to Infanticide, and she was
sentenced to nine months' imprisonment, not to be enforoed if

she entered into recognizances to keop the peace for two years.

Co. Limerick.—0On 7th June, 1953, the dead body nl'ull'urmth
infant was found on a river bank ; death was due to respiratory
failure, A young girl was arrested and charged with Murder.
At the Ceniral Criminal Court she pleaded guilty to Infanticide

and she was discharged.

o, Limeriek.—0On 24th August, 1953, a young I':II,‘.r!I'I'IEﬂ‘tI{.‘-
gave birth to a male infant at her home. h"I'l'Le Imliut 111_?; I‘rn;ui

Co. Kildare.—In consequence of a statement made by a

tient in a Mental Hospital, investigations were carried out by
E:hdni and resulted in the unearthing, between Znd and 4th
September, 1953, of the remains and part remains of the bodics
of six infants, which had been buried in and around outhouses
near & pesidence. A young married woman, whose hjmhund
had been away from her was arrested and charged with the
murder of all six infants. At the Central Criminal Court, she
pleaded guilty to Infanticide on all six charges, and she was
sentenced to three years' Penal Servitude.

In the year 1952, seven erimes were recorded and three of
them were dealt with as Infanticide,

The Solicitor had drawn up o Civil Bill
for non-payment of rent against a local lady, whe was strongly
suspected of having written the letter. Tt was dirceted that no
proceedings be taken,

Dublin Metropolitan Area.—On 10th June, 1953, a director
of o city business firm reccived through the post, an ANORYHIONS
better, threatening that * he would be shot like a dog " if he went
on with procoedings against a man who owed his firm a sum of
h:mu{;ﬂ Sufficient evidence to justify a prosecution was not
proaisd,

Co. Kilkenny.—Between 26th August and 9th tember
1953, n postman reecived through the ﬁ three Iutterfﬁfhmnlan:
ing himself and members of his family with death, if he took over
a house and farm which had been allotted to him by the Depart.-
ment of Lands.  An arrest was made in this case and the aceused
was convicted. He was sentenced to three months' imprisonment
on each charge, to run concurrently, warrant not to issue if he
paid a sum towands costs and expenses of the prosecition. The
amount was paid.

MANSLAUVGHTER (OTHER THAX TRAFFIO Fararrmies).

Beven erimes of Manslaughter (other than Traffio Fatalities),
were recorded in the year 1953, Proccedings were taken in all
CASCH,

Brief particulars are :—

. Uo. Cork.—On 5th May, 1953, an aged British Naval Pon-
siomer died from asphyxia eaused by pressure on his neck dluring
a fracas with a sub-tenant in his house. The decoascd had
earlier on that day assauited his assailant's wife and three-year-
old child, striking the child in the face and polling his wife's hair
when she remonstrated with him. The assailant was arrested

and charged, and at the Central Criminal Court he was con-
victed of Manslaughter under provoeation, and was sentenced
to eighteen months’ imprisonment with Hard Lahour.

Co. Kilkenny.—0n Tth May, 19563, at 8.50 p.m.. a middbe-
aged small farmer was fonnd unconseions on the footway, He
had a cut over his left eye and was also bleeding from the ears.
He wias removed to hospital where he dicd o few hours later.
He had been assaulted by o man of similar age and elass, who
had lain in waiting for him, following an alterention in & public
house, His assailant was arvested and charged, and at the
Cireuit Court held in Kilkenny he was convicted of Manslughter,
and wis sentenced to twelve months” imprisonment.,

Co. Carlow.—On 10th May, 1953, at 9 a.m., an altercation
oceurred between two patients in & Mental Hospital. The elder
oni, & man of 75 years, was knocked to the ground and sustained
# fracture of the skoll which caused his death. His assailant,
aged 58 years, was arrested, and at a Special Court it was ordered
that he be transferred to a Criminal Lunatic Asylom.

C'o. Cavan.—On 6th June, 1053, at 10,20 p.m., following an
altercation in a public house, a 71 year old labourer was aasanlted
and knocked down by a 60 year old ex-British soldier. His hend
struck the roadwny heavily, and he sustained injuries from
which be died on the following day, His assailant was arcested
and charged. At the Cirenit Court held in Cavan he was found
“ Not Guilty " and was discharged.

Dyblin Mdropolitan Area.—0On 25th August, 1953, & dis-
turbanee took place on board @ ship travelling from Liverposol
to Dublin, due to the vioknt comduct of a 19 year old soaman
under the influence of doink. A 23 year old seaman who endeay-
oured to calm him was overpowered and thrown overboard.
The assailant was arrestod and charged with Murder. At tho
Contral Criminal Court he was found = Not Guilty "' of Murder,
but “ Guilty " of Manslanghter, and was sentoncod to six years

Penal Servitwide,

Co. Lacis.~0On 23nd October, 1053, a brawl occurred in o
tinkers' camp duning which a 62 yvear old man was fatally stabbed
in the back. Three voung men wers arrested and charged with
Murder. At the Central Criminal Court two of the accused
were found © Not Guoilty ” and were discharged. The Jury
disngreed in the case of the third aconsed and be was put bhack
for re-trial. Om his re-trial at the Central Criminal Court hio
pleaded guilty to Manslaughter. His plea was accepted, and he
was sentenced to five years' Penal Servitude,

Dublin Melropolitan Areg,—On 23nd  Desember, 1853, ot
750 aom,, two men collided while walking along o eity strect,

An altercation took plase and the men went their

ways. The younger man, a X3 year old labourer, however
turned about, followed the other, a 53 year old ll'.!l'l'y-llriv-ur:
some short distance, and strock him a blow, knocking him into
the roadway and eausing him injuries which resulted In his
death. The assailant was arrested. and at the Dublin Cireuit
Court he was found * Guilty " of Manslaughter amd was sen-
tenced to fifteen months’ imprisonment with Hard Labour, The
sentence was, on appeal, reduced to six months’ imprisonment
with Hard Labonr,

Three crimes of Manslanghter (other than Traffie Fatalitioes),
were recorded in the year 1952,

Maxstaventer (Trarric Fatanrres)

Twenty-one crimes of Manslanghter (Traffic Fatalities), were
recorded in the year 1053, Proceedings were takon in 20 cases,
and in 4 cases the acoused were convicted. The case in which
no procecdings were taken, concerned the death of a four-vear-
old girl who was found with severs head injuries lying in a Dublin
gide street and on admission to hospital was found to be dead,
It was believed she had been knocked down by a motor vehicle,
but sufficient evidence to justify a prosecution, could not be
procured.

Hix crimes were recorded in the year 1952, The inerease in
the number of crimes recorded in the vear under review is due
to the fact that all cases in which proceedings for Manslanghter
were taken in 1953, are now accounted for, while in year 1052,
only those cases in which the acoused were convicted or awaiting
;r::r'ial or the drivers of vehicles had not been traced, were acconnted
.

Worxnma, Ero, (FeLoxms),

Fight erimes of wounding and other acts endangering lifo
wore recorded in 1953, Proceedings wore taken in seven eases,
and in five cases the accnsed were convicted, One case is pend-
ing.

Nineteen crimes were recorded in year 1952,

A total of 217 erimes of Assault, Wounding, ete. (Misde-
meanours), was recorched in year 1958, Proccedings were taken
in 208 cases, and in 103 cnses the acoused were convieted, In
a further 16 cases the charges were held proved, and the Pro-
bation Act was applisd.  Eleven oases are pending,

In the year 1952 the number of erimes recorded was 147,

Bix erimes of Intimidation were recorded for the year 1963,
which figure is cleven less than the number for the year 1952,
Proceedings were taken in two eases, in one of which, the three
persons necused wers dealt with under the Probation of Offensders
Act.

The most serions offences of this nature were eommitted in
Dublin City and County, brief particulars of which are :—

Dublin Metropolitan Area,—On 15th June, 1953, whon an
employee of a dairying firm was about to enter a Bank, ho was
violently assanlted by two men, who snatehed from him cash
boxes containing L1084 in cash and chegues valoed £356, and
escaped in o waiting ear.  No one has been made amenable,

Co. Dublin~—0n Znd September, 1953, four young men hired
a taxi in the city and when some distance outside, they over-
powered, gageed and bound the driver. They then drove to a
Bank in Skerrics which three of them entered and producing
Startors’ Pistols, from which a shot could not be discharged,
they intimidated the officials and succesded in getting away

with £5688 in eash, Four arrests wene maih. Two of the scoused
wers sentenced 1o three years” Penal Servitude, ono was sentencad
to five years' Penal Servitude and one, a youth of 16 years, was
sentenced to three years' Borstal Detention. All the money
wns recovired.

Dublin Metropolitan Area.—On 5th October, 1053, as the
cashier of a ity bakery firm was leaving the firm's promises to
money in a bank, he was assaulted by three men who took
 bag containing £641 in cash from him and got away in o waiting
Car.
No one has been made amenable,

Dublin Met itan Area—0On 14th November, 1053, o lady
eashier of niﬁmunuing firm was on her way to a bank to
lodge & sum of £600 in cash and cheques in a night safe, when
she was assaulted by & young man whe struck her a blow on the
head and got away with the eash.

No one has been made mmenable.

EMBEZZLEMENT.

Forty offences of Embezzlement were recorded in the year
1053, as compared with 55 in the year 1952, In the Dublin
Metropolitan Area, 27 offences wero recorded in 1953, as com-
pared with 40 offences in 1962,

The staff is appointed from exporienced members who have
had technical training, and lectures and practical demonsirations
in modern methods of oriminal investigation are provided for
members of Detective Branch, also for uniformed members in
the more populous srens amd for recruits when i fraining,

The section comprises six sub-sections, vie, ;—
(1} Investigntion. (4) Mapping.
(2} Fingerprints ancd {6} Ballistics,
Criminal Becomnds, {6} Wireless.
(3} Photograpliy.

Brief particulars of the work done by the units during the
YOAT PG i—

(1) INVESTIGATION.

The services of this unit are sought by local officers o nssist
in the investigation of serious erimes. “The Hesdguarters unit
forms a useful link between Headouarters and local officors at
all stagea of the investigation, and co-relates enguiries extending
over various areas. When necessary, the unit arra for tho
employment of extern experta, such as the State Fathologist,
State Analyst, Handwriting, Textile Experts, eto.

During the year 1953, officers spent 214 days in visiting the
seenes of crimes, including suspeeted murder, forgery, malicious
damage, safebreaking and arson,

Proliminary examination of handwriting oxhibits and of
articles of clothing, ete., for stains eliminated many of these,
and so saved considerable expense of examination by cxtern
experis.

The number of exhibits received for examination during the
year was G015, of which 4206 were oliminstod,

viotions of each eriminal, a description, photograph, and history
of the subject with the modus operandi employed.

Fingerprints found at the scenes of crimes are elnssifiod, and
compared with those already recorded, and when no identification
is made {as is the case of new entrants to crime), the prints are
preserved for future reference and comparison. When a now
criminal iz arrested, it is thus often possible to connect him with
outstanding orimes,

(6) WIRgLEss,

A central transmitting and receiving stotion is established
at Headguarters, which is operated by romote control at Dublin
Castle,

The range covers some 30 miles from Dublin depending on
the eontours of country.

There are 19 vohicles ftted with eadio, which inclodes three
in the Dublin-Wicklow Division. The remainder of the vohicles
are attached to the Dublin Metropolitan Division,  All of these
are 2-way, capable of receiving and transmitting m . Two
of the vehicles in the Dublin City area are fitted with public
adidress squipment.

Thers are 7 fixed stations fitted with two-way radio and 12
fixed stations fitbed with receiving equipment only.

Wireless cars in Dublin City and the adjoining districts in
Countics Dublin, Wicklow and Kildare, are continuously circu-
lating and form o link with foot and evele patrols, These vehicles
are in constant touch with Headgoarters.

Particulars of serious erimes, traffic accidents, stroct disturh-
ances, ete., are hroadenst, and cars are directed to scenes or to
cut off the eseape of lesing criminals.  Messages are also reosived
at Girda Stations on the perimotor of the City, and patrols from
thess Stations are notified whon necessary,

Wireless communications are also linked up to relay com-
plaints received from the public over the * 900" telephone
avstem, regarding crime, suspicious [oiterers, ete., enabling
specdy attention to be given by the Girda Siochina to complaints,
Several arreats on the spot have resulted within & few minutes
of the receipt of complaints, amd drivers in “ hit and run "
accidents have been intercoptod.
