Cithar countries recorded a similar frend, |n lmeland, too, urban growth, Industrial
axpansion, and an increasingly affiuent society provided greater opportunities
for thail.

Moter transporl becama available 1o criminals in growing numbers, They acquired
their own maans of transport, or hired or Stole  wehicles, @nd the increased mobil-
ity made il possible for them to oparals laster, over longer distances and 1o camy
asay large quantities of stolen goods,

Tr'"ﬁ'..lﬁ'lﬂ'l.ult the communily, an increasing disregard for the poarsonal rights and prop-
arty of others was also evident, It is, theralore, all the mord éncourdging 1o raport
an improvemant in the crime ligures lor 1973,

Im 1873, the total mumbser of indictable alfences was down 3.1% and thers was an
intreass in delections of 4.2%.

Within this overall improvemént, howeawver, [hefd Was an increase in Seriouws crima:
offences against the person were up 25%; property olfences with violence increased
1.7%.

The continuing trouble in the Morth ol reland makes heavy demands on Mmanpower
for border duly, reéducing patrol duly in olhér aréas. Increased profection duty is ak
80 making inroads on ke manpower avallabia for basic palice dutles.

Al a lime when police resoirces ang under sevarg pressure, the crdinary cilizen s
presonted with an opportunity to make a more Significani contribution in the afior
1o prawvent crime,

The volume of property stelan in 1873 amounted to almost £2 000,000, Housabraak-
fngs and the many less Serious crimes of larceny accounied for the bulk of this
considerable loss.

il the general public were to shew more initlative in safeguarding thelr property
against theft, the level of prévenlable crime would undoubledly drop, and Gardai
would bs free to devole more time snd energy in the fighl againsl serious crime.,

The Garda Crime Prevention Office (F-8leck, Ship Strest, Dublin) provides a specialist service
in crime prevention lachniguas, Members af the Uait are avallable to give security advice o
householdars and the owners of business premises, They avail themsalves ol every opporiunity
ta inform citizens of the simple precautions that can be laken 1o protect their proparty.

Advice (s given lo peaple in business, 1o club membars and other groups, at the Garda stand at
exhibitions and through the medium of the press, radio and (alevision.

A “Good Melghbour” schema introdeced in the Cublin area during the year aims b invglwe
people in locking after each ather's property during absence irom homa or business and has made

a promising start.

Public Relations Office

Thia demand lor (he service ollered by the Public Relations Office inzreased during the year,
with a I-tﬂﬂ} siream of enguiries from the media for infomiation on currént crima and material
for lealura articles, including pholographs, projecting the work of the Foroce, The membars of
tha unil co-operalad with crganisations involved in social endéavour, including community and
youlh care, giving lecturas and participating in group discussion.

Mambars of the public relations unit have been aspacially active in the fiald of careser
coungelling and towards thal and have prepared |iterature to assist studenis with projects to
prépare on the work of the Forge, and have also taken part in career axhibitions al many centres
in the country.

LUnits have baan set up in aleven divisions and athers will have bacome cparational in tho
ramiining divisions by the end of 1974, In addition, axisting small traffic units In Dublin will
b expanded,

Dangerous Drugs

It is the duly of every member of the Garda Siochana to enforce the law relating o dangercus
drugs, Mambers of the Forca ang informed as a matter of routine on the problem of the abuse of
drugs.

During the year, selectied members siatiched in the provintes wene attached to the Drugs Unit
based In Cublin for coursas in pravention/delection techniques. It is hoped in this way 10
improve the qdality of the service throughou! the Stats.
