indictable offences recorded during the year numbered 72, 782 This was an
increase of B 725 over the figure for the previous year when 64,057
indictable crimes were recorded. While increases were recorded in each of
the four groups the major increase of 5,318 occurred in the larcenies - Group
i

The first half of the year had seen major armed robberies continue the current
world upward trend causing great concern and alarm, but in the second half
of the year particular successes ware achieved against the professional
criminals who commit armed robbaries resulting in a quite dramatic fall in the
number of such crimes from 228 in 1978 to 794 in 1880 Bank raids
dropped from 30in the first half of the year to 8 in the second half.

There was a decrease of 55 in the number of persons killed in road accidents
during the year and the actual number of fatal traffic accidents afso
decreased by 61.

The increase in cime, with the increase in drug activity and the murder of
three members of the Force in the course of their dutias, characterise 8 year
in which increasing enminality is again ewident. The Garda Siochana is but
one agency with responsibility for the maintenance of public standards of
behaviour as axamplified by the faw, and only a determined effort by all those
with such responsibifities will stem the increasing degree of disrespect for
good order in society. & /s crtical that the full weight of public opinion and
action must be tumed against criminals of all classes.

There wera 1,133 robberies in 1980 showing an increase of 113 on the figure recorded for 1979,
Firearms ware used in 194 cases of robbery, a decrease of 34 on the previous yaar,

ARSON AND MALICIOUS DAMAGE

There were 1,499 cases of malicious damage of which 181 cases were arson; 789 (52.6% were
detected. In 1379 the total figure for arson was 150, showing an increase for 1980 of 20.7%

BURGLARY

Offences of burglary and aggravated burglary which numbered 21,974 and 201 respectively, totalled
22,176, of which 8,991 (40.5%) were detected. In 1979, a total of 19,194 offences of this nature
were recorded showing an increase of 15.5% for 1980, Frearms were used i 46 cases of
aggravated burglary.

LARCENIES ETC. (GROUP 111}

Larcenies, forgeries ana frauds of varous kinds comprise this group. In 1980, 45,298 such offences
ware recorded and thiz shows an increase of 5,318 (13.3%] on the figure for 1979, Atotal of 16,482
(38.4%) of these offences were detected. In 1979 detections amounted to 14,482 [36.2%).

JUVENILE LIAISON SCHEME

The scheme was first establshed in 1963 in the DMA and later extended to other areas. Juvenile
Lisison Officers are specially sebected and receive training in dealing with juveniles involved in crimanal
behaviour

In 1980 Garda Juvenile Lision Officers and mambers of the Community Relations Saction attended
numercus seminars and discussion groups concaming young people and youth work etc. Thay hava
also given talks in schools, colleges, youth clubs and to boy scout and girfl guide groups on mattars
conceming youth activity, the role of the Gardaid, teenage drnking, vandalism and associated topics.

During 1980 the Juvenie Liaison Schame was axtended to a number of areas whare previously no
Juvenile Liaimon Officer had been appointed. The appointment of soma additional membars in existing
areas where the case load and other circumstances warrants, is at presant being implamanted.

gince the inception of the schema in 1963, 14,661 offenders have been cautioned and supervised by
thie Gardai.

GARDA COMMUMNITY RELATIONS

The Garda Community Ralations Office at Gardes Headouarters hes special responsibility for
Community Redations, Juvenila Lisison and Crime Prevention outside the Dublin Metropolitan Ares).
in 1980, considerable prograss was achisved in this ares when B Sergeant was appointad as full time
Community Relations/Crime Prevention Officer in each of the eightesn Divisions outside the Dublin
Matropolitan Area. The new appointees attended & course of instruction at Osmond House, Dulblin,
and the programme included lectures on health education, social welfare services, liaison methods
with statulory and voluntary organsmations, the care of the old and the lonely and the saraces
availeble 1o drug addicts. The senvices ol community relations personnel from other police Torces
were avaded of to give lectures, Since the magorty of the participants wene trained and employed as
part time Crome Prevention Officers the course was also designed to update them on current crime
prevention technigues and the latest developments in the technical field,

MISUSE OF DRUGS ACT

Full time drug units now operate in Dublin, Cork and Limerick. n addition there are 8 nuember of
membars in esch Garda Division who have undertaken special courses in the enforcement of this
lagsiation,

The number of persons charged increased from 584 in 18978 to 881 - an increase of 66 8% In May
1980; 5206 kilogrammes of cannabis were seized at Dublin Docks, tha largest seizure of its kind
made in this country. 106,25 grammes of heroin were seized during 1980, Herosn seizures during
1979 and 1978 wera & grammeas and 27 grammes respactively and the 1980 figure is a causea for
concem. Another first for this country was a fnd of 30 opsum poppy plants growing

The assistance provided by the Customs Service at the varous entry posts to the State has been
considerable, and the fruitful kason between the Force and the Customs Service will continue fo
miaka it difficult for imporiers of ilegal drugs.

Duiririg 1980 there was a total of 246 lectures or talks given by members of the Gardai on drug abuse,
the magority of which were given by members of the Drug Sguad at Dublin, Cork and Limerick. During
the corresponding years of 1878 and 1878 there were 84 and 131 talks given respectively.
