The following is the annual report on crime which came to the notice of the Gards Sfochéna during the
year anding on the 31 st December 1382,

The indictable offences recorded for the year amounted fo 87,626 showing an increase of 8, 226 or 3.2%
compared with the figures for the previous year. The largest increase was in Group B, Le. offences againsi
property with vinlance. in that group 7, 544 extra offences were recorded which include 6841 burglanes.

The overall crimes in Group W which includes all types of larcenies tended fo stabilize. Within this group
fhard was howaver an increase of 2, 364 crimes for 1 3% in larcemes from motor vabicles,

Firgarms were used in 158 cases of robbery and in 232 cases of aggravated burglary showing an increase
of 3 armed crimes over the combingd figures of 387 for the previous year, included in these crimes for
1382 ware 7 armed bank ravds and 14 aggravaled burglames af bamk pramises @ wiich fireanms were
used, Comparative figures for T88T were 7 armed bank raids and 5 aggravated burglares at bank pramises
i wiich frearms were used,

There was & shght icreage i the number of indiclable proceedings commeanced i the Distret Cowrrs, Pro-
ceedings were commenced in 30,428 cases in 15982 and 30, 184 cazes in 1981, The numbar of persons
under 7 years of age who weare deall with for munor erimes, withoo! being brought before the DNstrict
Cowrt, was 2,308 compared fo 2,215 in 1381, 33.1'% of the total number of persons apprehended for in-
dictabie offences were under 1 7 years of age. The corresponding figures for 1981 was 34 2%

There were 24 murders, including the murder of one member of the Force in the course of hiz duty, during
the year, 18 of which have been detected. A similar number of murders took place in 15871 and all were
detecied

There weare 469 fatal road traffic aceidents during the year resulting fn the desths of 515 people. These
figures show & decrease of 88 in the number of fatal sccidents and a decresse of 57 in the number of par-
song kifed comparad with the préwous yosr

Duving the year 1,593 persons were found in illegal possession of drugs. and there were 1,873 seirures
compared with 1,258 persons found in iNegal possassion and 1,204 seizures in the previous year, an in-
crease of 26.83% and 55.56% respectively. The most disturling factor in this area is the increase fn the
amownt of Heroin being seized, which increased from 1 70,134 grammes in 1987 to 1.264.35 grammes in
1982, The largest single seizure made was 36 7.84 grammes fn Dubiin,

The advanced fraining programimes on ways and means of combaling drug abuse, wihich commenced in
1981, continuved throughout the year giving more and more membics of the Force added compatency in
the investigation of the more senous drug cases.

The extent of the continuing invelvement of young peogle fn criminal activity is particulary disturbing Ap-
proximately one third of alf persons spprehended for criminal offences are under 1 7 years of age. The prob-
lem needs to be tackied with vigour and determination,

Neither the Garda Siochdna, nor the vast majority of the public are prepared to accept a growth of criminal
activity a5 inevitable, The enforcement of law is vital fo crvilised society and the preventative approach to
the commussion of crime o5 equally imparfant,

The effective use of Garde resouwrces is contineally evolving, A new rostering system is operaling effective-
fy in the Dubiin Metropolitan Area, Cork, Limerick, Waterford and Galway since August, 1582 A syziem
af rural palicing being experimanted within two distmcls /s showing promizing resulis. It is anticipated thet
this system will b axtended fo & aumbear of ather dig ricts during The COMung yaar



The Tagk Force sef up fo ftackle the position of senous orime. particelarly in the Dublin ares, hes haod o
mumbar of majar successes against the more habitusl criming! slemants

The Gards Siochdns, being anly one of the agancies within the erimingl justice sysfem, cannal be expected
to sofve the problems of criminality alone. Howeaver, i s the duly of the Force to redoubie its efforts to-
wards fostering good relations with the varous groups in spciely &z well as with the publie generally 20 as
to win thelr support and cooperation in the fask of keaping the peace whieh s so wital to good order in our
sociaty. Continuwing efforts through the use of the Prass Office and the Carmmunity Relations Officers are
beimg made towards this goal During the coming year the Headguarters Staff divecting this waork will be
axpanded, { am pleased to record my appraciation of the support and coopearation recefved bath fram mem-
bars of the public and the media during the yaar,

While the increase in crime in 1982 was not 85 great as in the previous year it /s regreftable o have fo
report such continwimg high fevals of criminal activity. The Ffact that the numbar of larcenies and armed
raids has stabilized does howsver give some indication of hope for the future

The owerall detection rata in 1982 was 33.5'3@ [(36.6% in 1981), The: detection rate varies from B5.1% in re-
gpect of Offences Agamst the Person to 31.68% in the ess sorious forms of lrceny,

The total number of indictable offences detected was 32, 788, Proceedings ware taken in 30,428 casas,
and the remaining 2,360 cases (col. 17 of indictable offences tablal include cases dealt with under the
Juvenile Liaison Schema,
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OFFEMNCES AGAINST THE PERSON (GROUP 1)
Murdar. manslaughter, dengerous driving causing death, traffic fatalities, possession of firearms with
intent to endanger lifa, assault and ralated offances comprise this group.

In 1982 a total of 2,275 offences ware recorded in this group, a dacreasa of 203 on 1881, The detection
rate was BE. 1% (87.7% in 1981).

MURDER
There were 24 murders in 1982, six of which remain unsolved. There ware 8 cases of attempted murder.

MANSLAUGHTER
There wire 4 cases of manslaughtor in 1982, one of which arosa out of a traffic accidant.

TRAFFIC FATALITIES

There ware 515 deaths arising from 469 fatal traffic accidents, a decrease of 57 deaths on tha 1381
figure of 572, Seven {7) porsons (12 in 1987) were charged with dangerous driving causing death and 3
persons (2 in 198 1] were charged with dangerous driving causing serious bodily injury.

OFFENCES AGAINST PROPERTY WITH VIOLENCE (GROUP 11)

Offences of burglary, sggravated burglary, robbery, arson and serious malicious damage 1o property are
includad in this group. A total of 36,460 offences were recorded in 1982, an increase of 26.1% on 1981
and the detection rate was 32 9% (38 7% an 18981).

ROBBERY AND AGGRAVATED BURGLARY

There were 1,883 robberies and 479 aggravatet burglaries in 1982 showing an increase of 541 and 208
respactively on the figures recorded for 1981, Firearms were used in 158 cases of robbery, and in 232
cases of aggravated burglary, a decrease of 148 and an increase of 151 respectively on the previous year,
These figures show an overall increase of 3 armed crimes compared to the previous year,



ARSOMN AMD MALICIOUS DAMAGE
There were 1,862 cases of malicious damage of which 172 cases were arson; 518 (49 3%) were datected,
in 1981 the total figure for arson was 234, showing a decreasa for 1982 of 26.5%,

BURGLARY
Offences of burglary numberad 32,141 of which 10,403 (32.4%) wera detected. In 1381, a total of
25,300 offences of this nature wera recorded showing an increase of 27% for 1982,

LARCEMIES ETC. IGROUP 1)

Larcanies, forgerias and frauds of vanous kinds comprisa this group. In 1982, 58,410 such offencas were
recorded and this shows an increase of 788 (1.3%] on the figure for 1981, A total of 18,470 [31.6%] of
thirsse offences were detected. In 1981 detections amounted to 19,089 (33.1%).

SCENES OF CRIME EXAMINATION

During the year the scenes of crime examiners from the fingerprint section of the Technical Bureau and
those attached to country divisions attended the scenes of 23,0569 crimes, companed with 18,670 during
the previous year. A total of 1,238 fingerprint identifications of suspects were made in 1982 companed

with 1,296 in 1981, 1,513 scenes of crimes were visited by experts from the ballistics section at Head-
quarters during the vear compared with 1,741 scenss visited in 1981,

FORENSIC SCIENCE

During the year 3,408 cases wane referned to the Forensic Science Laboratary and of these 144 invalved
the use of firearms and exploaives. This figure comparas with 2 498 axhibits in 1981,

MISSING PERSONS
During this year 974 persons were reported missing. At the end of the year 57 parsons wara still not traced.

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CRIME PREVENTION

A full tirma Garda Crima Prevention Service was operational during the year in sach Garda division, including
the Dublin Mairopoktan Ares whare a central office is situated at Osmond Housa, Dublin Castle. A crima
prevention exhibition room at Dublin Castle displays the latest security devices/equipment and provides
advice, by suitably qualified personnal, to the public on matters of a security nature.

Dwring the year thousands of leaflets and pamphlets. relating to home security, wehicle sacurity, cash-

in-transit procedures and general security problams, were distributad 1o tha public at exhibitions, lecturas
and talks.

Evary opportunity was avalled of to create the desired level of public interest in crirme prévention by way of
insertions in newspapers and trade magazines, together with coverage on radio and television programmes.
The sound relationship which has axisted for many years between crime prevention personnel and the
radia was well maintained and tha help and co-operation received was much appraciated by the Force.

Tha weakly transmission of "Garda Patrol’ television programme continued on tha one hand to prove a
valuable medium of information keading to the detection of sefious crime and and on the other served as a
platform on which the Gardai can advise the public of developments in crime and on the appropriate count-
ar migagunes which may be taken,

The modem age has brought about many changes, mostly for our good, but, unfortunately, it has also
haralded others, such as vandalsm and crimes sgainat tha young and old which bring discredit and shamea
on our society. Whilst conceding that the Gardai are front Ene axponants of crime prevention, it must.
navertheless, be stressed that the victims/owners of property are invariably members of the public who
can play an emmassurable part n the preventive exerceses by removing templation and practsing comman
SENEE MBASLTES.

The Gardal are most appreciative of the part played by the public generally in halping to prevent crime and

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JUVENILE LIASION SCHEME

The Juvenils Liaison Scheme was astabished in 1963 in the Dublin Metropalitan Araa, It ndw optrates in
sach Garda Division, providing an alternative to présecution (o young offenders, subject to certain condi-
tions. Their work includes the rehabilitation of young peools in conflict with the law, guiding potential delin-
quants, and all aspacts of youth work,

Juvanile Liaison Officers am speciplly sedectod and recerve an mitsal four week traming course 10 prépans
tham o deald with juveniles involeed in criminal behaviour and on garda invoheemeant with young peopla &
general. They have an on-going commitment in youth sctivities and involvament with school children
generally.

A fully gualifiad psychologist, who is a mamber of the Force, is now attacahed to the Community Relations

Office, Garda Headgquartars. He provides 8 psycholagical input in the Juvenile Lisison Schema and lacturas
to the Force at traming cowrses.

In the Dubkn Metropolitan Area the Juvenike Ligison Officers have at their disposal the use of a personnal
carrier on a part time basis. Madimum use s made of this allocation, young paople at risk are taken on
aducational and recreational tours. The service is also used to transport youth participants o community
gameas and sporting events,

Since the incaption of the schema in 1963, 18,448 offendaers have been cautioned and supervised by the
Gardal

GARDA COMMUNITY RELATIONS

Tha garda community relations programmes are designed to foster and inculcate a better understanding of
the role of the Gardai; to kaise with statutory and voluntary associations; to genarate public interest and in-
volvement in law and order issues; to seek to harmonise and regulate by instructive encouragemant the
attitudes of those who may be apathetic towards the Gardai in their policing roles and to engander in the
community a level of acceptance for law enforcement and for those whosa duty it is to camy it out,

During the year community relations officers and juvenile lisison officars visited schools whera they gave
talks on “Young People and the Law™ and related subjects; they attended meetings with statulory bodies
and various voluntary ongansatons such as residents” associations and youth clubs. Thosa members were
actively involved with various youth activities, organising social, cultural, educational and sporting events
faor tha banafit of tha youth population.

Lactures were given to adult groups on the garda role and the need for greater co-operation of the com-
mwnity in the Solution and preventicn of crima,

MISUSE OF DRUGS

During the year 1,593 persons were charged with offences under the Misuse of Drugs Act 1977, this com-
pares with 1,256 in 1981 - an increase of 26.83%. There wera 1,873 seizures of drugs were made in
1882 compared to 1204 in the previous year - an increase of 55 56%,

The most significant factor was the amount of heroin seized during the year, which increased from
170.134 grammes in 1981 to 1264.35 grammeaes in 1982 - an increasa of 543%. The largest singles seizure
of herobn was 367 84 grammaes seized in the Dublin area,

The drug investigation courses which began ot Garda Headguarters in February 1982 were on-going
throughout 1382, In the latter half of the yesr & number of courses of one week's duration have bean held
for inspactors and superintendents from every division.

The assistance provided by the customs sarvice has been considerable and has resulted in significant sai-
zures of drugs at the various points of antry to the State,

During 1382, talks and lecturas relating to drug abuse, were conducted by members of the Gardai, for vari-
ous groups and organisations on 1,039 occasions - this figure compares with 438 occasions in 1981 and
246 occasions in 1980. The public demand for thess drug related talks/lectures continues to increase.

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SUB-AQUA UNIT
Thee Garda Sub-Agqua Unit was established in 13686 to carry out searches for:

{a) Bodies of victims of crime or drowning sccidants.

(b} Weapons used in the commission of crime or other evidageoe of crime deposited in water,
The Unit carried out 20 major operations during the year in connection with the investigation of crime.

Resulting from 30 underwater search operations the Unit recoverad 26 bodies.

THE EMERGEMNCY 999 SERVICE

Cruring the year 168,830 emergency 999 calls were recerved by the Garda, 141,582 calls at the Communi-
cations Centre, Dublin Castle; 13,758 at the Communications Reom, Union Quay. Cork City; 4,380 calls
at Eglinton 5t. Station, Galway City: 4,137 calls at the Communications Room, Henry St. Limerick; 1.535
calls at the Communications Room, Waterford; 518 calls at the Communications Room, Letterkenny;
2.904 calls at the Communications Room Dundalk and 16 calls at the Communications Room, Portlagise.

STOLEM MOTOR VEHICLE INVESTIGATION UNIT
This Unit which operates for the whole country is based in Dublin Castle.

Close liaison is maintained with similar units in other countries and this co-operation has led o the recovery
of many stolen vehicles. 1207 of these were recorded as stolen. 883 of the vehicles recorded as stolen
warg motor cars, motor vans and lorres, while 324 wera motor cycles. 300 vehicles, baaring false registra-
tion plates ware discovered by the unit during tha year.

ROAD TRAFFIC

Throughout the year all membaers of the Force and espacially the Traffic Corps achisved a high degres of
enforcement of road traffic legislation. Particular attention was given to drunken driving and related of-
fences. On the rum up to Chrastmas Garda efforts ware intensified in this regard and a joint Garda/Road
Safety Association publicity campaign was undertaken, the apparent results of which were encouraging.

There were 469 fatal traffic accidents dunng the year resulting in the deaths of 515 peophe. These figures
show a dacrease of 57 in the numbers killed and 59 in the number of accidents compared 1o the figures for
the previous yaar,

PUBLIC RELATIONS AND PRESS OFFICE

The use of the Press Office within the Force as an operational back-up service continued 1o increase and
during the year, the Office was able to help in many major investigations. Tha extent of thase demands am-
phasise the need for an efficiant and responsive Press/Pubdic Relations Departmant to enable positive and
prompt action to ba taken to ansure that relationships between the Gardai and the public arg not damaged
by unbalanced or ill informed reporting.

Prass Office staff spend a considerabile amount of time lecturing to members on intemal courses including
the Garda College at Templemore. The staff have also been actively engaged in providing lectures 1o stu-
chents and cardar saminars and Bke avents organised by teachers, carser guidance counsallors and parents
Grganisatons,

Relations with the media have been good and | would like to record my appreciation for their cooperaton in
enumber of sensitive Garda operations.
