Sir,

I am pleased o present herewith the annual report on crime which came (o the notice of the Garda
Siochdna during the year 1986,

As will be seen, there was an overall decrease of 5.2% in recorded indictable crime in comparison o
1985, and this is the third consccutive year in which the downward trend continued. This is very
satisfactory,

However, armed crime increased from 616 in 1985 1o 683, an increase of 11.2%. This maticr is
being closely monitored and a redeployment of resources has been made in an endeavour o contro] this
unaccepiable situation,

A total of 14 murders was recorded for the vear, 12 of which were detected and directions as io
proceedings are awaited in one of the other two. The average number of recorded murders for the past
len years was 21,

Simple burglaries showed a decrease of 6.2% and aggravated burglaries (i.e. where firearms or
other offensive weapons were carried) showed a minimal decrease.

Recorded crime in the Dublin Metropolitan Area showed a decreaze of 5.0%. Thecnime figures for
this Aren accounted for 57, 7% of the overall recorded crime in the State.

The detection rate for the entire Country Tor the vear was 31.6% as against 32.6% lor previous year,

OF the total number of persons convicted for recorded crimes in 1986 or deall with by way of
caution 4,347 (34_8%) were juveniles under 17 years. The figure for 1985 was 3,569 (34.4%).

The total value of property reported stolen during the vear was £44.8356,63] and recovered
property tolalled £3,902.305 (8.7%). The Ngures for 1985 were £31,165.310 and £2,664,983 (8.5%)
respectively. A burglary at Blessinglon, Co. Wicklow on 215t May, 1986 in which valuable paintings
were stolen accounted for £5, 259 000,

During the vear 1,163 persons were charged with drugs offences. There were 1,440 seizures of
drugs. The figures for 1985 were 1,270 and 1,637 respectively. Special courses on the prevention and
detection of drug offences were continued for our members during the vear. A total of 2,804 members
throughout the Couniry have now undergone this course and this, no doubi, has had a good impact on
the drug scene genmerally. During the year 907 1alks on drugs misuse were given by our members to
cOmmunily groups and organisations.

There were 333 fatal traffic accidents in 1986 resulting in 387 deaths, The continuing downward
trend in traflic fatalities is something we are carnestly endeavouring o maintain, realising that one of
our major priorities is to protect life. Whilst it s moest heartening 1o see these reductions, there is no
guarantee that they will continue unless all road wsers acceptl the necessity for abstaining from drink
while driving, and for showing consideration and courtesy 1o other road users,

The Meighbourhood Waich Scheme has continued to extend, At the end of 1986 there were 322
Schemes involving 92,783 houscholds, There are many ofher Schemes in the pipeline. The
Neighbourhood Waich Scheme has been a positive anti-crime measure. It is indicative of the healithy
siate of Garda’Communily relations that such a Scheme hag been implemented smoothly and has
received such an encouraging response. The Communily Alert Schemes have also continued 16
increase. Some 200 such Schemes had been established up 1o the end of 1986, The work of bath the
Meighbourhood Watch and Communily Aler Schemes 15 much apprecuitad.



One of our outstanding achievements during the year was in relation to the kidnapping of Mrs
Jeanifer Guinness, The safe recovery of the vicum together with the apprehension of the persons
responsible evoked widespread appreciation and thanks from the general public,

The further enhancement of the Garda communications system is continuing . A new ¢ontrol
room for the Dublin Metwropolitan Area is currently under development and should be ready for
occupation in the Autumn. An additional Teatwre of this new Centre will be the provision of a
compuierised aided dispaich sysiem (command and control) for the Metropolitan Gardal. The contract
for this ai a cost in excess of £2,000,000 was signed during the year. Modern P.E.B.X. equipment 15
being provided at each Divisional and District Headquarter Station in Dublin. The overall objective is 1o
provide Both the Gardal and the public with modera means of communications, and thereby Turher
improve the Garda service to the public, with a consequent further reduction in our erime Mgures,

A significant development during the past year was the publication of the Report on Garda Proba-
tioner Training issued by the Committee under the Chairmanship of Dr. T. Walsh. This Committee was
set-up by me (with the approval of the then Minister for Justice) (o examine all training in the Garda
Siochdna and to make recommendations 5o that service generally could be improved. The Report on
Probationer Training is an excellent and well researched document and should prove invaluable in the
future development of the Garda Siochina. The Committee is still examining other aspects of Garda
traiming. | am thankful to Dr. Walsh and the other members of the Committes for the commitment and
experiise which they have displayed in the matter.

Finally, 1 wigh to express my grafitude for the suppori given by your Department and the co-
operation afforded by the general public.

DETECTION OF CRIME

The overall detection rate in 1986 was 31.6% (32.6% in 1985). The detection rate varies from 79.9% in
respect of Other Indictable OfMences to 26.4% in OfMences Against Property with Violence.

The otal number of indictable offences detected was 27,373, Proceedings were taken in 24,409 cases,
and the remaining 2,964 cases {col. 17 of Indictable Offences table) include cases dealt with under the
Juvenile Liaison Scheme,
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OFFENCES AGAINST THE PERSON (GROUP I)

Murder, Manslaughter, Dangerous Driving causing Death, Traffic Fatalities, Possession of Firearms
with intent to Endanger Life, Assault and related offences comprise this Group,

In 1986 a total of 1,383 offences were recorded in this Group, a decrease of 19.8% on 1985, The detection
rate was T9.0% (80, 2% in 1985).

MURDER

There were 14 murders in 1986, two (2) of which remain unsolved. There were 3 cases of attemptad
murder.

MAMNSLAUGHTER
There were 8 cases of manslaughter in 1986, three (3) of which arose out of traffic accidents.

TRAFFIC FATALITIES

There were 387 deaths arising from 355 fatal traffic accidents, a decrease of 23 deaths on the 1985 figure
of 410. Nine persons (4 in 1985) were charged with dangerous driving causing death and 3 persons (3 in
1985} were charged with dangerous driving causing serious bodily injury.



OFFENCES AGAINST PROPERTY WITH VIOLENCE (GROUP II)

Oifences of burglary, aggravated burglary, robbery, arson and serious malicious damage (0 property are
included in this group. A total of 35,146 offences were recorded in 1986, a decrease of 5.5% on 1985 and
the detection rate was 26.4% (27.4%in 1983)

ROBBERY AND AGGRAVATED BURGLARY

There were 1,534 robberies in 1986, a decrease of 313 on the previous vear. Aggravated burglaries at
1,291 decreased by B from 1,299 in 1985, Firearms were used in |30 cases of robbery and 335 cases of ag-
gravated burglary, an increase of 44 and 23 respectively, on the figures for 1985, These figures show an
overall increase of 69 armed crimes compared 1o the previous year.

ARSOMN AND MALICIOUS DAMAGE
There were 3,181 cases of malicious damage of which 236 cases were arson; 1,422 (44.7%) were detect-
ed. In 1985 the total figure (or arson was 181, showing an increase for 1986 of 30.4%.

BURGLARY
Offences of burglary numbered 29,0014 of which 7,063 (24.3%) were detected. In 1985, o votal of 30,917
offences of this nature were recorded showing a decrease of 6, 2% for 1986,



LARCENIES ETC. (GROUP III)

Larcenies, Forgeries and Frauds of various kinds comprise this Group, In 1986, 49,226 such offences
were recorded and this shows a decrease of 2,128 (4.1%) on the figure for 1985, A total of 16,344
(33.2%) of these offences were detected. In 1985 detections amounted (o 33,9%.

In sddition to the above, a large quantity of detonatng fuse wire was seized, together with assorted
bomb-making material and explosive items, as well as incendiary devices, walkie-talkie sets, tubes for
mortar bombs and timing devices.

SCENES OF CRIME EXAMINATION
During the vear, the Scenes of Crime Examiners from the Fingerprint Section of the Technical Bureau
attended the scenes of 13,254 crimes, compared with 22,149 during the previous year. In 1,145 instances
the Mingermarks of culprits were identified compared with 1,664 identifications in 1985, 399 scenes of

crime were visited by members aitiached 1o Ballistics Section compared with 1,037 scenes attended
during ihe previous year.

FORENSIC SCIENCE
In 1986 the Forensic Science Laboratory received 1,428 separate drug cases and 1,906 olher cases cover-
ing hit-and-run sccidents, murder, rape, fibres and armed robberies, explosives, ete. Approximately
25 (0 zeparate items were brought to the Laboratory for testing. There were 135 cases involving the
suspecied use of Tirearms and 69 involving explosives.

MISSING PERSONS

Druring the vear 1,264 persons were reported missing. At the end of the year 25 persons were still not
traced.

DOG HANDLERS
Trained dogs were used by Garda handlers during the year in scarches for drugs and explosives They
were also used in tracking operations and gencral patrolling. During the year 160 arrests were made by
members of the Drog Unit. In addition they assisted in the investigation of 150 other cases.

The Juvenile Lisison Scheme: (by which first-time offenders under 17 years are cautioned, in
scoordance with certain conditions, and kept under the supervision of a Juvenile Lisison OfTicer—a
specially trained Garda—instcad of being prosecuted). continues to assist young people who might
otherwise well start a criminal career. The Juvenile Ligison Officer’s brief is wider than the immediate
supervision of first-time offenders and they continue their general involvement in community affairs,
cspecially where juveniles are concermed.

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GARDA COMMUNITY RELATIONS
The Garda Community Relations Section administers community relations programmes throughout the
country, The principal ones are: the Crime Prevention Advisory Service, Juvenile Liaison Scheme,
MNeighbourhood Watch; Community Alert and Garda Patrol (the television crime information
programme broadcast on RTE).

CRIME PREVENTION

Each Division provides a Crime Prevention Advisory Service. Businessmen, shopkeepers and others
can have & security survey carried outl free of charge on their premises, which will advise them on
appropriate measures which can be taken in order (0 make their property less vulnerable 1o criminal
attack. Other activities of the service include the mounting of crime prevention exhibitions, distribution
of lerature, provision of advice and guidance through the media as well as through lectures and talks to
community groups. The weekly television programme “Garda Patrol™ has played an imporiant role here
in seeking and oblaining valuable information which has helped in the detection of crime. During the
year 6,333 security surveys were undertaken and lectures were provided in 632 cases.

NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH AND COMMUNITY ALERT
These are community-based crime prevention programmes by which the community is encouraged to
help in the prevention of crime by acting as “the eyes and ears™ of the Gardai. 1986 showed a large
increase in the number of households joining Neighbourhood Watch Schemes, and this increase played
a significant role in the reduction of crime, especially in the level of household burglary,

By the end of 1986, 92,783 household$ had joined 322 Neighbourhood Waich Schemes, and about 200
Community Alert Schemes were in existence throughout the country.

SUB-AQUA UNIT
The Garda Sub- Agua Unit was established in 1966 1o carry out searches for:
(a} Bodies of victims of crime or drowning accidenis.
(bl Weapons used in the commission of crime or other evidence of crime deposited in water.

The Unit carried out 25 scarch operations during the vear in connection with the investigation of crime,
Resulting from 30 underwater search operations, the Unit recovered 17 bodics.

THE EMERGENCY 999 SERVICE
During the year 174,013 emergency 999 calls were received by the Garda: 136,610 calls at the
Communications Centre, Dublin Castle; 27,376 at the Communications Room, Union Quay, Cork City;
3,852 calls at the Communications Room, Henry Street, Limerick; 1,774 calls at Communications
Room, Galway; 487 calls at the Communications Room, Waterford; 2,428 calls at the Communications
Room, Dundalk; 958 calls at the Communications Room, Letterkenny, and 528 calls at the
Communications Room, Portlaoise.
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STOLEN MOTOR YEHICLE INVESTIGATION UNIT
This Unit which operates for the whole countey i based in Dublin. Close laison 13 maintained with
similar units in other countries and this co-operation has led o the recovery of many siolen vehicles.
Druring the vear 1,775 vehicles were recorded as stolen. 1,187 of the vehicles stolen were molor cars
while the remaining 3B vehicles consisted of motar cvcles, lornes, vans, eic.

ROAD TRAFFIC
There were 333 fatal traflic accidents during the year resulting in the deaths of 387 persons. These
fgures show a decrease of 23 in the numbers killed and 22 in the number of accidents compared 1o the
figures for the previous vear.

PUBLIC RELATIONS AND PRESS OFFICE
During 1986 the Garda Press Office was engaged in many activilies, from the day-to-day routine of
assisting the media with check calls o the Office. to attendance ai scenes of serious ¢crimes which
attracied media aitenfion. There was a marked increase in the number of queries dealt with as the media
became more aware of the extended office hours introduced at this Section i 1985, The stafl maintabned

its high commitment to schools and colleges by their panicipation In caresr guidance exhibitions and
leciures.

MISUSE OF DRUGS

During 1986 a total of 1,163 persons were charged with offences unde the Misuse of Drugs Act
197771984, This compares with 1,270 persons charged in 1985, a reduction of §,43%.,

The total number of seizures of controlled drugs in 1986 was 1,440, This compares with a figure of 1,637
in 198% and shows a reduction of 12,03%. As in 1985 there was a further significant increase im the
amount of heroin seized from 1,220,00g in 1985 to 1,895.79g. This is an increase of 35.39%. One seizure
of herain for which an Ialian National was charged and convicted amounted 1o 1,311.60g. All the heroin
seizures were made in the Dublin area except one seizure of .01 1g. which was made in Limerick.

The drug courses which commenced in 1981 continued throughout the year and a total of 2,804
members of all ranks have now undergone these courses.

In 1986 a total of ¥07 lectures and talks on drug abuse were given by the Drug Squad and selected Gardai
in each Division, 1o interesied groups and organisations.

The Customs Service continued to play an active role in co-operation with the Garda Siochina in making
seizures ai peints of entry o the country throughout the year.
