PART 1V.
EBCIENTIFIC AIDSE TO CRIME DETECTION,

A special seotion of Crime Branch Headquarters—known as
The Technical Bureau—provides valuable assistance by means
of scientific aids to Gérdai throughout the country in the in-
vestigation of erime,

The Section is provided with up-to-date cquipment.

The stafl is appointed from experienced membors who have
had technieal training. Lectures with practical demonstrations
in modern methods of eriminal investigation are given to members
of Detective Branch, uniformed members in the more populous
centres and also to recrnit Gardai in training.

At the mquest of the Army Authorities, lectures are given
also to parties of Military Police Probationers,

The Section is divided into six Sub-Sections, namely :—

(1} Investigation. {4) Mapping,
{2) Fingerprints amnd (5} Ballistics.
Criminal Reeords, (65) Badio,

(3) Photography.

Brief partionlars of the work performed by the various Sub-
Beotions during the year are as follows - —

(1] IxvESTIGATION,
The services of this unit are sought by local Officers in the
investigation of sevious crime. The unit also forms a useful

link betweon the Commissioner and Local Officers at all stages
of the investigation and co-relates enguiries extending over
various Garda Districts,  The employment of extern experts,
such as the State Pathologist, State Analyst, Handwriting and
Textile Experts, i= arranged for by this unit,

The preliminary examination of handwriting exhibits, articles
of clothing for stains, eliminated many of these and saved con-
siderable cxpense which would arise through examination by
experts.

The number of exhibits examined was 629, of which 374 were
eliminated.

(2) Fixaesprists ASp CRisan Becorps.

In this Sub-Section s kept a complete rocord of provious
convictions of each eriminal, including a description, photograph,
history of subject, and the modws opermndi employed.

The total number of criminal records now filed is 77 642,
ropresenting an increase of 1,025 on the 1953 figures.

Fingerprints found st the scones of erimes are classified
and compared with those already recorded,  The comparison may
load to the identity of the criminal, but when ne identifieation
is miade {as in the case of new entrants to crime), the prints
found are preserved for future reference.  When a new crimi
is arrested, it is thus often possible to connect him with outstand-
ing crimes.

Enquiries are daily received from and sent to other police
forees, and interchange of fingerprints and records is made in
the ease of travelling criminals,

Regular issues of F Tora in two parts are prepared in
this Eﬂ-ﬂm:tmn iz

Part 1 deals with persons wanted for crime, missing persons,
and descriptions of property stolen or recovered.

Part 2 contains photographs of convicted persons, with their
deseriptions, which are filed at Stations for reforenoe.

Photographs are supplied in convenient pocket-hook form to
detectives and stations in cities,

Bome interesting coses where the services of the Technical
Bureau were sucees=fully employed to assist local Gardal in the
investigntion of erime may be quoted. viz. :—

{a) In a case of Malicions Damage to Farm Machinery, a
farmer eutting his cornfield found that his mower was
dumaged by iron spikes set in the field. A number of
rusted parts of the spring of & motor vehicle had been
used for spiking, Home corroded paris of a spring
were aleo found in a suspect’s hopse, and these were
forwarded to the Technical Bureaun for comparison.
The parts found in the field and those found in the
suspect’s honse were observed to have rust patterns
which agreed entirely, Migro-photographs of the rust
patterns wers prisduced in eourt,

A eentral transmission aml receiving station working on
V.H.F. is established at Headquarters and operated by remote
control from Dublin Castle, where the maintenance staff is
attached,

18 cars in Dublin, Rathfarnham and Howth are fitted with
two-way radio telephone ; 7 dwo-way sets and 12 receiving sots
are also installed in Garda Stations in Dublin and adjoining

Whalkie-talkie radio sets are also issued to fool patrols for
contral of erowds at public nectings, sports fixtures, ete.

Radio cars are continuouvsly patrolling in Dublin City and
suburbs, and during variable hoors in adjoining counties, and
form a link with foot and cyele patrols.  These cars are in constant
touch with Headgquarters and with one another.,

Particulars of erimes. road accidents, and street disturbances
are broadeast and cars are directed to scenes to cut off the eseape
of fleeing eriminals.  These messages are alzo received at Giarda
Btations on the perimeter of the city, and patrols feom these
Stations are notified when necessary.

Badio eommunications are lnked up to relay complints
received from the public over the * B8 telephone systom

regarding crime, suspicions loiterers, ete,, thus enabling speedy
attention to be given to complaints by the Garda, Several arrests

Dhuring the year 19054 some 9,850 colls over the ©* 909 7 system
wore reovived, resulting in the arrest of 376 offenders.

Patrol cars in Dublin were responsible for making offenders
amenable for offences in the following cases— 265 housebreakings
and ‘or larcenies, 11 thefts of cars, 470 street disorders, assanlts,
ote., B854 other offences,
