Dullin Metropolilan Area.—On 18th Augusi, 1855, a young
woman gave birth to o fomabe infant in her home. Hor hoshand
denied paternity and took the baby away from his wife on the
snme day, On 20th August, 1955, the dead body of the infant,
wrappad in a sheet and blanket, was found on the roof of a
privy outside the former home of his wife in a Co. Meath village.
Death was due to asphyxia. The husband was arrested and
charged with murder, At the Central Criminal Court he pleaded
* Not Guilty ™ to murder but * Guilty * to manslaughter. Hia
plea was accepted and he was sentenced to five vears Penal
Servitude. The sentence was confirmed on appeal.

Co. Limeriek.—On l4th August, 1055, following an alter-
cation between two brothers, of labouring class, aged 32 and
36 years, respectively, the younger one went to his home whers
he procured a shotgun and cartridges and went out in search
of his brother, He located him ot o neighbouring house and
despite the efforts of relatives to dissuade him, he fired two
shota at his brother with fatal results, The offender was armested
and charged with murder. At the Central Criminal Court, he
was found “ Not Guiliy " of murder, bt * Guilty " of man-
slaughter, the Jury adding a recommendation to merey. He
was sentenced to four yvears Penal Servitude.

Co, Tipperary~0n 23rd SBeptember, 1955 o 52 year old
Publican and Cattle Dealer, when driving his motor ear through
the main street of o town was obliged to swerve in order to
avoid a young woman who ran out in front of his car.  He stopped
the car and got out on the street where he was accosted by the
woman's husband, a 26 yvear old labourer, who struck him a
blow on the jaw and knocked him on the roadway eansing him
fatal injuries.

The assailant was arrested and charged and is awaiting trial,

MawstavonTeR (TrarFic FaTaniTies).

Thirty-six crimes of Manslaughter (Traffic Fatalities) wore
pecorded in the year 19585, Proceedings were taken in 34 cases,
The accused in one case was convicted and three cases are shown
pending.  The two cases in which no proceedings were taken
wore reported from Co. Donegal and the Tmblin Metropolitan
Aren.

In Co. Donegal, o 37 yvear old Inboorer was found st 3 a.m,
in & dying condition, on & main road, His head was severely

injured, It is believed he fell on the road while u nder the influence
of drink and was struck by a passing car, which stopped and
drove away agnin. The car was not trmssd.

In the Dublin Metrapolitan Area, an 80 year old woman was
knocked down. while crossing the street, by a youth on a pisidal
eycle, who did not stop.  She died six weeks later. The youth
was not traced.

For offences of * Bleeping Out and Not Having Visible
Meoans of Subsistencs " 42 persons were prosseuted in D55,
which is 10 more than the number in 1954, 19 were convieted
and 156 were sent to prison without the option of a fine, 17 were
dealt with under the Probation Act,

SCIENTIFIC AIDS TO CRIME DETECTION,

A special SBection of Crime Branch Headguarters—known
s The Technical Burenn—provides valuable assistance by
means of scientific sids to Girdai throughout the country in
the investigation of crime,

The Section s provided with op-to-dafe oguipment,

The staff i= appointed from experienced members of the
Foree who have had technical trnining. Lectures with practical
demonstrations in modern methods of eriminal investiyzastion
are given to members of Detective Branch, uniformed members
in the more populows centres and also to recruits in training,

At the request of the Army Authorities, lectures aro given
wl=o to parties of Military Police Probationers.

The Section is divided into six Sub-Sections, namely :—

(1) Investigation. {4) Mapping.
i2) Fingorprints and (5] Hallistics,
Criminal Records. (%) Radio,

(3) Photography.

The fllowing is a brief resumé of the work performed by the
individual Sub-Sections during the year,

(1) IxvESTIGATION.

The services of this unit are sought by Officors throughout
the country in the investigation of sorious erimes. The unit
alzo acts az a wseful link between the Commissioner and Local
Officers at all stages of the investigation and co-relates enguiries
extonding over various Guinds Districts,

The employvment of extern experts such as the State
Pathologist, State Analyst, Handwriting and Textile experts,
i arranged for by this unit.

The preliminary examination of handwriting exhibits, articles
of clothing bearing stainz, ete., resulted in the elimination of
many of these and a consequent saving of expense which wonld
arise through examination by extern experts, There were 170
handwriting exhibits received and 141 of thess were eliminatod,

There were 215 other exhibits mwecived of which 97 were
eliminated.

(2] FriceErpPRISTS AXD CRiMixan Heconps,

In this Sub-Section & complete record is kept of the previous
convictions of each eviminal, inchwding a deseription, photogeaph,
history of subject, amnd the modus operancdi cmployod.

]"'l'llgl.'l"':ll:'fﬂtu which are found at the seenes of crimes are
elassified and compared with prints already recordisd,  The
comparisen may lead to the identity of the criminal, but when
i u]iu mtification is made (as in the case of new entrants to crime),
the prints foumd are preserved for future reference. When a
new criminal i= arrested, it 8 thus ofien pissible to connect him
with ontstanding erimes.

Enguiries are daily received from and sent to other police
forees, anc jniﬂmhang{-. of fingerprintas and veconds s made in
the case of travelling criminals,

120 projection slides were prepared for projection in einemos
throughout the country and Northern Ireland seeking the as-
sistance of the public in the investigation of & case of child
stealing.

Photographic work and examinations were undertaken for
the Post Office investigation staff. the Post Office Stores, the
Army, the Land Commission. the Central Bank and the Hand-
writing Expert.

{4} Marrixo.

The scenes of 165 crimes or traffic accidents were visited by
the mapping staff, 787 maps prepared and 119 Courts attended
during the vear.

Maps and charts for official nse by varions branches of the
Foree were also prepared,

(5} Barvisrics.

The duties performed by the members of this sub-section
include examination and comparison of guns, bullets, cartridge
cases, gliss fragments found at the scenes of road accidents or
om the clothing of suspects, eutting instruments and marks on
woodwork, ete., at seenes of erimes. restoring of erased numbers
on motor vehicle engines and chassis and on pedal eveles.

The following items were examined during the vear—30
fircarms, 204 bullets, eartridge cases, ete., 13 eveles. and 1,140

miseallaneous articles, The latter category includes glass frag-
ments from “ hit and run " accidents, safes, housebreaking

implements, footprints, clothing, pieces of metal, ete.
The scones of 20 crimes were visited and 4% conrts attended.

A central transmission and receiving station working on
V.H.F. is established st Headguarters and operated by remote
comtral from Dublin Castle, where the maintenance stall =
atiached.

Im Droblin, Bathfambam and Howth there are 19 ears ftted
with two-way radio telephone ; 7 two-way sets and 12 recciving
pots nro also installsd in Garda Stations in Dublin and adjsining
ocountics,

Walkie-talkie radio sets are also issued to oot patrols fisr the
control of crovwds at public meetings, sports fixtures, ete.

Radio equipped cars are continuonsly patrolling in Dublin
city and suburbs, and during variable hours in adjoining counties,
and form a link with foot and eyvele patrols.  These ears are in
constant touch with Headguarters and with one another.

Ihetails of erimes, roud aecidents and steeet disturbances are
bhroadeast and enrs are directed to seenes o ont off the escaps
of flecing criminals. These messages are also received at Girda
Stations on the perimeter of the city, and patrols from these
Btations are notified when necessary.

Badio communications are linked up to relay complaints
received from the public over the " 905° tu]rplumu.- syEteIm
reganding crime, suspicions loiterers, ete., thus enabling speedy
attention to be given to complaints. by the Girds, Severnl
arrests on the spot have been made within a few minutes of the
receipt of complaints, and vehicles which have been involved
i kit and run sccidents have also been intercepted.

A number of buosiness houses in Duoblin have installed
automatio * burglar-alarms ~, which are connected to Detective
Braneh, Dublin Castle,  Alarms received are broadesst at onee
to radio ears.

Dusring the vear 1955, there wers 10,062 900 7 salls reocivied
resulting in the arrests of 573 offenders.

Patrols in the Dublin area were responsilile fior making 1,266
offenders amenable in the following cases 271 Houschreakings
and Jor Lareenies, 24 Theft of motor vehicles, 362 cases of Sireal
Disorders—Assaulta, ete, and #00 other offences,

The following are briel details of some cases in which the
guccessful wse was made of radio patrol cars during the year ;—

i) Om 14,/6,/1055 in response to a 989" eall one of the
patri]l cars attended st Marlboro' Street, Dulslin,
where an area was cordoned off and 4 vouths arpested
whoe had feloniously entered premises there,

fe) At 110 pom. om 21731955 the crew of a patrol car
observed o stolen motor ear at North Bronswick
Strect, Dublin, The patrol esr pave chase and

succeeded in arresting the three occupants who wers
charged with the offence,

(f) At 830 pom. an 18/12/1055, & call was recvived to sy
that a member of the Girda attached to \In.!.uhlda
Station, County Dublin, had been knocked down by
o motor lorry which had failed to stop. A search
of the area suceesdesd in locating the culprit who
was later charged with the offence,
