PART 1.
INDICTABLE OFFENCES.

The number of indictable offences which were reported or
became known to the Ganda Sjechians in 1957 was 14,007, which
is 1,255 more than in 1956, The inerease was mainly in Larceny
and Housebreaking.

Proccedings were taken in 6,675 cases and in additional
M1k cases the perpetrators were detected, giving o total of 7,679
detections, or 549 of the offences recorded.

The number of offences recorded in each offence group and
the number and percentage of detections in 1956 and 1957 are
given in the following table,

The number of persons procesded against in 1957, for in-
dictable offences, was 64648 of whom 5 %42 were males and
626 females. 13,182 persons were convioted and the charges
against a further 2.211 were held proved and orders made with-
out sonviction under the Probation of Offenders Act.

is believed to have been the motive for the crime as the deceased
was known to earry large sums of money about with him and
there was no money in his clothing when found. No arrest
has been made,

Co. Cork.~0On 21st January, 1957, a young domestic servant
was waylaid, on her way to her place of employment, by a
25 wyear old farm labourer, who stabbed her to death with a
carving knife which he had taken from his employer’s residenos.
The motive for the erime was jealonay as the girl did not reapond
to his attentions,

At the Central Criminal Court on 16th May, 1957, the aconsed
was found guilty but insane and committed to a Criminal
Lunatio Asylum.

Co. Tipperary,—On Oth March, 1957, a 43 year old farmer
was attacked in a cowshed on his premises and received three
blows of a sledge-hammer which eavsed severs fracture of his
skull. He died on 7th November, 1957, in a Mental Hospital,
from exhaustion and cardine failure resulting from extensive
brain injury. A youth of 14 years and ten months was arrested
on 12th March, 1957, and was awaiting trial on a charge of
Attempted Murder at the time of injured man’s death. He was
then re-arrested and charged with Murder, At the Central
Criminal Court on 20th February, 1058, he was found to be
insane and unfit to plead and was ordered to be kept in strict
custody during the pleasure of the Government.

Phiblin  Metropolitan  Area.—Between 1st June and 26th
July, 1857, a 33 year old widow gave birth to a female infant
in her home and suffocated it by placing a piece of nylon material

in its mouth. She was arrested and committed for trial on a
charge of murder. At the Central Criminal Court she pleaded

guilty to Infanticide and was sentenced to two years’ imprison-
ment, suspended on her entering into recognizances to keep
the peace and be of good behaviour for two vears.

C'o. Cork.—0Om 18th November, 1957, a 24 year old domestic
servant gave birth to a female infant in her home where its
dead body was found. There were marks of violenoe on the
infant’s neck, death being due to Asphyxin. She was arrested
and charged with murder. She was committed for tral for
Infanticide and at the Cirewit Court was found “ Not Guilty ™

and discharged,

Co, Wexford,—0On 8th December, 1957, a 20 yvear old domestic
servant gave birth to a fermale infant in the home of her grand-
parents and drowmed it ina barrel of water, She was committed
for trial for Infanticide. At the Circoit Court she pleaded guilty
nncd was sentenced to six months' imprisonment, suspended on
her entering recognizances to keep the peace for twelve months,

He sustained severe fracture of the skull and died
on Tth November. His assailant was arrested and charged.

ilischargedd.

Co, Kildare.—0On 24th December, 1857, a 25 year old labourer
waz fatally shot with a .22 rifle by a 45 vear alild sontietor,
The deceased and another man called at the sontractor’s home
at 12,30 a,m. secking the loan of & evele pump and when told
one was not available they asked for tea or food and refused to
ge away when requested, The contractor teok his rifle and
opened the deor whereupon the deceased grabbed the rifle and
in the ensuing struggle for possession of the weapon a shot was
discharged with fatal results, The contractor was arrested and
charged with Manslanghter, At the DNsirict Cosurt informations
were refused and he was disoharged.

Dublin  Medropolitan Ares—0On 20th December, 1957, at
2 nom. a Radio Taxi was engaged by two men and, when some
ilistance outside the city, one of them seized the driver from
behind amd compelled him to stop the ear.  He was then ordered
out of the car which was driven away by the men and later found
on fire in the city area. It was completely destroyed. Two
men woere arrested and at the Cirouit Court on 9th July, 1058,
both were convicted and sentenced to 12 months imprisonment
which was suspended on their entering into recognizances to
to boe of good behaviour for two years. The motive for the
orime was trade jealousy.
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Of the 4,200 casea in which proceedi were taken in 1057,
convictions were recorded in 2047 .H.ndmﬂ' an additional 1,522
cases the charges were held proved and the Probation of Offenders
Act applied. 243 casea are shown still pending.

VALUE oF PROPERTY STOLEXN a¥D BREBECOVERED,

The total value of property reported as stolen, in 1937, was
E156,180, of which property valued E48.385 was recovered.

In offences against property with violenee, ie. Burglary,
Housebreaking and Sacrilege, the value of property reported
stolen was £62,155, of which property valoed 17,028 was
recovered,

In offences against property without violence, ie. Larcenies,
the value of property reported stolen was £04 005, and property
valued £20.337 was recoversd,

In comparizon with the value of property stolen in 18546
there was an increase of L5025 in 1957, E£10.542 in offences
agninst property with violence and £5383 in offences agninst
property without violenee.
