in whieh the writer stated he would come over and kill him.

The - riter was ldentified as a former patient of the mental
hospital. He was arrested on warrant and while on remand was
certified insans and committed to a wental hospital, He was
later discharged from hospital and on appearance befere the Court
pleaded guilty. He was released on recognizances to be of good
behaviour for two years.

Manslgughter (other than Traffic Fatalities) (2 cases).

Co, Mopaghan. On 27th June 1958 a 21 year old domestic servant put
her illegitimate male child, aged 5 months, into a sack and drowned
him in a bog drain. The c¢rime was discovered in November 1958
following enquiries about the disappearance of the baby, The
offender was arrested and sent for trial on a charge of murder to
which she pleaded "Not Guilty". 4 plea of manslaughter was
entered on her behslf, which was msccepted by the State, and she

was sentenced to imprisonment for fifteen months.



Eg. Waterford, On &6th April 1959 at 8,20 a,m. -2

year old patient in a mental hospital was assaulted

by a 21 year old Eatient, who struck him about the

head and body with a mop handle inflicting fatal injuriles.
The assailant was charged with Manslaughter. He was

found to ba insane and was committed to the Criminal
