INDICTABIL OFFENCES,

Total number of offences,

(1) The number of indictable offences which was reported or became
Imown to the Gdrda in 1970 was 30,756, as compared with 25,972 in 1969
and 23,104 in 1968, he 1S70 total shows an increase of 4,784 on the
1969 total and an increase of 7,652 on the 1968 total.

(2) Details of the crimes and information on the result of proceedings
are given in Appendix "A",

Detections

(3) Proceedings were instituted in respect of 13,710 offences in 1970,
In 1,532 other cases the offenders were detected but for various

Teasons no proceedings are shown. In most of those cases the offenders
were either dealt with under the Juvenile Liaison Scheme or the

offences were taken into consideration by the courts in dealing with
other charges. The total number of offences detected was, therefore,
154242, or 50% of offences recorded, In 1969 the percentage was 61%
and in 1968 it was also 61%.

During the year 2,746 visits were made to promisesg ergaged in the sale,
storage and dispersing of dangerous drugs in accordance with the povers
confeorred by Seetion 30 of the Dangerous Drugs ict, 1934, In all 1,295
premises wvere inspected.

The tetal number of persons charged with offences urder the Dangerous
Drugs icts and Regulations dvrirg the year was 67 as against 69 in tho
brevious vear, O0f this rumber 63 werc charged with offcuces cormitted in
the Dublin lletropoli tan Area, 2 witl: offences comiitted at Bartry, Co. Cork
and 2 with offences committed at Galway, Specific charges rclated tos
supplying drugs, 2 cases; possession drugs, 62 cases; theft of drugs, 17
cases and procuring drugs 6 cases. The drugs concorned were: Caumnabis,
58 cascs; L.8.D., 2 cases, and nornhinec, aQerein, cocaine, 7 cases

Dangerous Drugs Squad:

This squad was Tormed in 1968 with a strength of 1 Detective Sergeant ard
3 Deteetive Gdrdai, The present strongth of the squad is 1 Detective

Sergeant, 5 Detective Gdrdai and 1 Ban Gdrda.  The Drug Sgrad is based at
Dublin Castle and is available for =reoventive and detective duties in
relation to dangorcus drugs in any part of the countyy. The menbors of

the Drvgs Squad have received snecial training in relatiorn to thoir duties.
Theyr wor!: in closc liaison with the Certral Detoctive Unit, and Special
Detective Units throughout the country, Thoy also liaise with other Police
Forces and Interpol in rclation +o international drug traffic. The

fullest co-operation with other intercsted asuncics is mairtained in efforts
to suppress illegal drug trafficlring,




SUMMARY OF CRINE PREVENTION ACTIVITY
DURING THE YEAR, 1970.

Crime Prevention - General

As in previous years, nany menbers of the general public sought
and were given advice on security problenms. This shows that the
efforts of the Gdrda Crine Prevention Unit to imnpress on people the
need for applying preventive neasures, have not gone unheeded, and
that more people have becone security conscious and are willing to
co-operate with the G4rdai to combat crime.

consists of juveniles not known to have coumitted any offence and
vhose behaviour if not corrccted in time could lead them into crime.

Onc of the intruders allcgedly
produced a revolver whilc the scecond nan wert upstairs and ransacked the
bedroons, The intruders finally left the housc taking a purse
containing the sun of £7 with thon, Both ron wore nylon stockings
over their faces as nosks. Fo person has yet boer nmode aneranble for
this crinc.

Co. Monaghen,

On 10th July, 1970, thrce mon, one of then arncd with a rcvolver,
cntered a Post Office during business hours and held up the Postmistress
at gunpoint and rcnoved 2 cash box cortaining £107 from underrenth tho
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counter. The intruders then left the premises locking the door behind
then and made their getaway in a stolen car parked outside the Post
Office. This vehicle was subsequently found abandoned. No person

has yet been made emenable for this offence.

Co, Galway.

On 2nd August, 1970, a men wearing a silk stocking over his face
as a mask and armed with a shotgun entered a caravan site and held up
the manager of a hire drive firm at gunpoint and demanded the cash
from the safe, The intruder was handed the sun of £1,640. The
culprit was subsequently arrested and charged with this offence. The
sum of £1,400 and the shotgun, which had been stolen, were recovered.
At Galway Circuit Court the accused was convicted of this offence ard
sentenced to imprisonmernt for 6 months.

Co. Kerrv,

On 20th Febrvary, 1970, two men drove up in a motor car to a
petrol filling station. Both men got out of the car and rushed at the
station attendants and ordered them to hand over the talkiings, One of
the nen was armed with a 'Diana' Repeater model air pistol and the
second man carried a soldering iron. The culprits drove away taking
with them the sum of £94 from the cash register. They were subsequently
arrcested and charged with this offcrcc. At Killarney Circuit Court
both the accused were sentenced to imnrisomment for two years. The
stolen property was recovered.

S0, Kilkennv.

On 22nd October, 1969, two men entered a licensed premises during
business hours. One of the men wore a nylon stocking over his facc
as a rask and carried o revolver in his hand. ne second nan assaulted
the licencee by beating him on the head with a revolver and stole £28
fron o safe behind the courter. The culprits made their getaway
in a car parked outside the preniscs but were intercepted by Gdrdai.
At Callan District Court both the Defondarts were convicted of this
offence and sentenced to imorisonment for nine nonths.

Co. Wicklow,

On 20th February, 1970, an arned raid took place at the Rathdrun
Branch of the Hibernian Baniz, Linited. At least seven nen dressed in
green battle dress and Balaclava helnets and with their faces nasked
took part in the raid, All the raiders were arned and two stolen motor
cars werc used in the robbery. Prior to the raid the raiders cut the
outside telephone cables severing all televhonic cormmunication to
outside sources and within the Rathdrum area. Cash anounting to £1,958
was taken from the Bank strongroom and £15.1.,2. from a ctstoner who
was nalkting a lodgnent. 4L warrant has been iseucd for the arrcst of a
man in connection with this crine.
