Offences against proparty with violence increased by 9.9%, the targels heta being dwellinghouses (4.508) and shaps,
oifices, faciories, warehouses, etc. (5,487}, Armed robbesies, al 127, showed a slighl ingrease over the number for
1973 [123). Un-amad robbaries, however, wene down by 50 {rom 496 in 1973 to 488 in 1574 a8 also were larcenies
from ihe person from 1,356 to B8 — & reduction of 475, Assaults on Gardal on duly incroased from 323 in 1973 to
423 in 1974,

Larcenias of molor cars decreased from 293 in 10973 to 274 in 1074 but pedal cycles wenl up Troem 2,028 Do 2 868,
and larcenias Trom unaliended vehicles lrom 6608 1o 7,098, The tatal of offences anging rom regpving siolan
property was 21, compared with 573 in 1873,

many mombars of the force have 1o be employed on duties of & securily nahsre, the necessity for which is likely to

conlirue for some conslderable fime.

In this situation i1 is more ihan ever necessary thal the people should do everything possible to help the Gardal In
the prevention and delection of crime, Al present consideralicn i3 being given 1o the setting up of & Commani by
RAelatigns Bureay a1 Crime Branch Headgunriers, the alm of which would be 1o enlist the support of the community in
the preventicn of crime and the maintenance of peace and good arder, 1t is my view that for the future much mone
amphasis will have 1o be placed on this aspact of palice wark,

Crime Freveniicn Unit:

The Garda Crime Prevention Advisory Service has been axtonded to all Divisions threughout The coentry.
Specially trained members are available in sach Division to carry oul crime prevention surveys of
sulnerable promises and 1o advise the owners on securily measures and procedures, Crime preventicn
advice leallets relating 1o security of private dwellings, retall slores, pay offices, ransit ol cash on fool
or by vehicle, etc., are available on reqiest, Lectures and talks 1o interested groups are also provided.

The Crime Prewention Unil at Dublin Gastie provides these services in the Dublin area. A varisty of
securily hardware, such as burglar alarms, locks, safes, door and window Seturity devices, até., aré of
pemmanent display a1 the offices of the unit at "F' Block, Ship Streat, Dublin Castle. The Unit at Dublin
Castle assists in preparalion of the Garda Patral Television programme. During the year, 1874, this unit
provided crime prevent|on exhibitien stands al the follpwing shows throughout the country: RLOUE. Spring
Shaw, Ireland House, Crime/Fire Praveniion Week, Avkiow, Trales, Cork, Clonmel, Sligo, Enniscorthy,
Limerick and Kanlurk.,

Public Relatlons Otfice:

The Public Relations Office, which nlso provides o Press Sarvice, was sel up in 1871. As the public
imfprmaticn funciicn of the cilice is more widely known, (15 services are increasingly avalled of by the
Presa, |n the fom of requests lor inlormalion on incidents of crime, phatogrophs, the supplying of
malafial Tor (aatwre sriiclas on 1he work ol the Foroe, and lar interviews widlh sel sctied members,

Curing ihe year wnder review, lectunes on public relations by the PR, Stall have been Incorporated inta
training programmas at differant levals within the Farcs. In addition, alfice personnel participated in
many carer guidance exhibilions in Dublin and throughout the couniry. Thoy have also boen active
providing lectures 1o students, and community and vecational groups, on subjects relating o the Role of
thié Fodts, as well as participating in group discussions on kindred subjecis.

The Solen Molor Vehicle Investigation Linil.

The Siclen Molor Vehicle Investigation Unit, which iz aitached to the Central Datective Unit at Dublin
Caslle was established in 1973 with a strenglh of one defective Sergeant and lour detective Gardal,
This unit had considerable success during 1974 in tracing motor wehicles, ncluding motor lorres, land
rovers and even mechanical diggers, stolen, not alona within the State, But in Mortham Imeland, Greal
Britain and the Conlinenl. Cloge lidison is maintained with similar units in other countries, thus
achiaving surdpillance of intemational raltickers in slolan mofor vehicles,

During 1974, 451 such vehicles ware siolen in the State, which Fgwne Is 129 (22.2%) loss than during 1873
Unlawful takings of motor wehicles during the year smounted o 470.
