Sir,

The following is the annual report on crime which came to the notice of the Garda Siochene. during the
year ending on the 31st December 1982.

The indictable offences recorded-for the year amounted to 97,626 showing an increase of 8,226 or 9.2%
compared with the figures for the previous year. The largest increase was in Group 11,i.e. offences against
property with violence. In that group 7,544 extra offences were recorded which include 6,841 burglaries.

The overall crimes in Group 1/1which includes all types of larcenies tended to stabilize. Within this group
there was however an increase of 2,364 crimes (or 13%)in larcenies from motor vehicles.

Firearms were used in 158 cases of robbery and in 232 cases of aggravated burglary showing an increase
of 3 armed crimes over the combined figures of 387 for the previous year. Included in these crimes for
1982 were 7 armed bank raids and 14 aggravated burglaries at bank premises in which firearms were
used. Comparative figures for 1981 were 7armed bank raids and 5 aggravated burglaries at bank premises
in which firearms were used.

There was a slight increase in the number of indictable proceedings commenced in the District Courts. Pro-
ceedings were commenced in 30,428 cases in 1982 and 30, 184 cases in 1981. The number of persons
under 1 7 years of age who were dealt with for minor crimes, without being brought before the District
Court, was 2,309 compared to 2,215 in 1981. 33.1 % of the total number of persons apprehended for in-
dictable offences were under 17 years of age. The corresponding figures for 1981 was 34.2%.

There were 24 murders, including the murder of one member of the Force in the course of his duty, during
the year, 18 of which have been detected. A similar number of murders took place in 1981 and all were
detected.

There were 469 fatal road traffic accidents during the year resulting in the deaths of 515 people. These
figures show a decrease of 59 in the number of fatal accidents and a decrease of 5 7 in the number of per •.
sons killed compared with the previous year.

During the year 1,593 persons were found in illegal possession of drugs, and there were 1,873 seizures
compared with 1;256 persons found in illegal possession and 1;204 seizures in the previous year, an in-
crease of 26.83% and 55.56% respectively. The most disturbing factor in this area is the increase in the
amount of Heroin being seized. which increased from 170. 134 grammes in 1981 to 1264.35 grammes in
1982. The largest single seizure made was 367.84 grammes in Dublin.

The advanced training programmes on ways and means of combating drug abuse, which commenced in
1981, continued throughout the year giving more and more members of the Force added competency in
the investigation of the more serious drug cases.

The extent of the. continuing involvement of young people in criminal activity is particularly disturbing. Ap-
proximately one third of all persons apprehended for criminal offences are under 1 7 years of age. The prob-
lem needs to be tackled with vigour and determination.

Neither the Garda Siochens, nor the vast majority of the public are prepared to accept a growth of criminal
activity as inevitable. The enforcement of law is vital to civilised society and the preventative approach to
the commission of crime is equally important.

The effective use of Garda resources is continually evolving. A new rostering system is operating effective-
ly in the Dublin Metropolitan Area, Cork, Limerick, Waterford and Galway since August, 1982. A system
of rural policing being experimented within two districts is showing promising results. It is anticipated that
this system will be extended to a number of other districts during the coming year.
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The Task Force set up to tackle the position of serious crime, particularly in the Dublin area, has had a
number of major successes against the more habitual criminal elements.

The Garda Siocbens, being only one of the agencies within the criminal justice system, cannot be expected
to solve the problems of criminality alone. However, it is the duty of the Force to redouble its efforts to-
wards fostering good relations with the various groups in society as well as with the public generally so as
to win their support and cooperation in the task of keeping the peace which is so vital to good order in our
society. Continuing efforts through the use of the Press Office and the Community Relations Officers are
being made towards this goal During the coming year the Headquarters Staff directing this work will be
expanded. I am pleased to record my appreciation of the support and cooperation received both from mem-
bers of the public and the media during the year.

While the increase in crime in 1982 was not as great as in the previous year it is regrettable to have to
report such continuing high levels of criminal activity. The fact that the number of larcenies and armed
raids has stabilized does however give some indication of hope for the future.

DETECTION OF CRIME

The overall detection rate in 1982 was 33.6% (36.6% in 1981). The detection rate varies from 85.1 %in re-
spect of Offences Against the Person to 31.6% in the less serious forms of larceny.

The total number of indictable offences detected was 32,788. Proceedings were taken in 30,428 cases,
and the remaining 2,360 cases (col. 17 of indictable offences table) include cases dealt with under the
Juvenile Liaison Scheme.

Murder, manslaughter, dangerous driving causing death, traffic fatalities, possession of firearms with
intent to endanger life, assault and related offences comprise this group.

In 1982 a total of 2,275 offences were recorded in this group, a decrease of 203 on 1981. The detection
rate was 85.1 %(87.7% in 1981).

The overall figure of 2,275 offences against the person includes 772 (33.9%) committed in the DMA
where the detection rate was 71.6% (82.3% in 1981).

MURDER
There were 24 murders in 1982, six of which remain unsolved. There were ~ cases of attempted murder.

MANSLAUGHTER
There were 4 cases of manslaughter in 19-82,one of which arose out of a traffic accident.

TRAFFIC FATALITIES
There were 515 deaths arising from 469 fatal traffic accidents, a decrease of 57 deaths on the 1981
figure of 572. Seven (7) persons (12 in1981) were charged with dangerous driving causing death and 3
persons (2 in 1981) were charged with dangerous driving causing serious bodily injury.

OFFENCESAGAINST PROPERTYWITH VIOLENCE (GROUP11)
Offences of burglary, aggravated burglary, robbery, arson and serious malicious damage to property are
included in this group. A total of 36,460 offences were recorded in 1982, an increase of 26.1 %on 19a 1
and the detection rate was 32.9% (38.7% in 1981).

Of the total number of offences in this Group 19,928 (54.7%) were committed in the DMA and the detec-
tion rate was 33.3% (40.4% in 1981).

ROBBERYAND AGGRAVATED BURGLARY
There were 1,883 robberies and 479 aggravatetl burglaries in 1982 showing an increase of 541 and 208
respectively on the figures recorded for 1981. Firearms were used in 158 cases of robbery, and in 232
cases of aggravated burglary, a decrease of 148 andan increase of 151 respectively on the previous year.
These figures show an overall increaseof 3 armed crimes compared to the previous year.
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ARSON AND MALICIOUS DAMAGE
There were 1,862 cases of malicious damage of which 172 caseswere arson; 918 (49.3%)were detected.
In 1981 the total figure for arson was 234, showing a decreasefor 1982 of 26.5%.

BURGLARY
Offences of burglary numbered 32,141 of which 10,403 (32.4%) were detected. In 1981, a total of
25,300 offences of this nature were recorded showing an increaseof 27% for 1982.

LARCENIES ETC. (GROUPIll)
Larcenies, forgeries and frauds of various kinds comprise this group. In 1982, 58,4 10 such offences were
recorded and this shows an increase of 768 (1.3%) on the figure for 1981. A total of 18,470 (31.6%) of
these offences were detected. In 1981 detections amounted to 19,089 (33.1%).

When compared with 1981 the overall figure shows an increaseof 117 (32.1%).Of the total number of of-
fences recorded, 262 (54.5%)were committed in the DMA and 210 (80.2%)of these were detected.

In addition to the above, large quantities of cordtex, detonating fuse wire and electric wire were seized. A
large amount of component parts of firearms were seized together with assorted bomb making material
and explosive items, including timing devices and items of radio equipment.

SCENES OF CRIME EXAMINATION
During the year the scenes of crime examiners from the fingerprint section of the Technical Bureau and
those attached to country divisions attended the scenes of 23,059 crimes, compared with 18,570 during
the previous year. A total of 1,238 fingerprint identifications of suspects were made in 1982 compared
with 1,296 in 1981 ..1,513 scenes of crimes were visited by experts from the ballistics section at Head-
quarters during the year compared with 1,741 scenes visited in 1981.

FORENSIC SCIENCE
During the year 3,408 cases were referred to the Forensic Science Laboratory and of these 144 involved
the use of firearms and explosives. This figure compares with 2,499 exhibits in 1981.

MISSING PERSONS
During the year 974 persons were reported missing. At the end of the year 57 persons were still not traced.

DOG HANDLERS
During the year a total of 154 arrests were made by dog handlers with dogs. A total of 300 arrests were
made by handlers and dogs while rendering assistance to other members, during the same period.

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CRIME PREVENTION
A full time Garda Crime Prevention Service was operational during the year in each Garda division, including
the Dublin Metropolitan Area where a central office is situated at Osmond House, Dublin Castle. A crime
prevention exhibition room at Dublin Castle displays the latest security devices/equipment and provides
advice, by suitably qualified personnel, to the public on matters of a security nature.

During the year thousands of leaflets and pamphlets, relating to home security, vehicle security, cash-
in-transit procedures and general security problems, were distributed to the public at exhibitions, lectures
and talks.

Every opportunity was availed of to create the desired level of public interest in crime prevention by way of
insertions in newspapers and trace magazines, together with coverage on radio and television programmes.
The sound relationship which has existed for many years between crime prevention personnel and the
media was well maintained and the help and co-operation received was much appreciated by the Force.

The weekly transmission of 'Garda Patrol' television programme continued on the one hand to prove a
valuable medium of information leading to the detection of serious crime and and on the other served as a
platform on which the Gardai can advise the public of developments in crime and on the appropriate count-
er measures which may be taken.

The modern age has brought about many changes, mostly for our good, but, unfortunately, it has also
heralded others, such as vandalism and crimes against the young and old which bring discredit and shame
on our society. Whilst conceding that the Gardai are front line exponents of crime prevention, it must,
nevertheless, be stressed that the victims/owners of property are invariably members of the public who
can play an immeasurable part in the preventive exercises by removing temptation and practising common
sense measures.

The Gardai are most appreciative of the part played by the public generally in helping to prevent crime and
would like to take this opportunity, by way of appeal to those not so involved, to think of the contribution
they could make to society by exercising simple civic consciousness in their every day affairs.

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JUVENILE LlASION SCHEME
The Juvenile Liaison Scheme was established in 1963 in the Dublin Metropolitan Area. It now operates in
each Garda Division, prpviding an alternative to presecution to young offenders, subject to certain condi-
tions. Their work includes the rehabilitation of young peoole in conflict with the law, guiding potential delin-
quents, and all aspects of youth work.

Juveniie Liaison Officers are specially seiected and receive an initial four week training course to prepare
them to deal with juveniles involved in criminal behaviour and on garda involvement with young people in
general. They have an on-going commitment in youth activities and involvement with school children
generally.

A fully qualified psychologist, who is a member of the Force, is now attacehed to the Community Relations
Office, Garda Headquarters. He provides a psychological input in the Juvenile Liaison Scheme and lectures
to the Force at training courses.

In the Dublin Metropolitan Area the Juvenile Liaison Officers have at their disposal the use of a personnel
carrier on a part time basis. Maximum use is made of this allocation, young people at risk are taken on
educational and recreational tours. The service is also used to transport youth participants to community
games and sporting events.

Since the inception of the scheme in 1963, 18,448 offenders have been cautioned and supervised by the
Gardai.

GARDA COMMUNITY RELATIONS
The garda community relations programmes are designed to foster and inculcate a better understanding of
the role of the Gardai; to liaise with statutory and voluntary associations; to generate public interest and in-
volvement in law and order issues; to seek to harmonise and regulate by instructive encouragement the
attitudes of those who may be apathetic towards the Gardai in their policing role and to engender in the
community a level of acceptance for law enforcement and for those whose duty it is to carry it out.

During the year community relations officers and juvenile liaison officers visited schools where they gave
talks on "Young People and the Law" and related subjects; they attended rneetinqs with statutory bodies
and various voluntary organisations such as residents' associations and youth clubs. Those members were
actively involved with various youth activities, organising social, cultural, educational and sporting events
for the benefit of the youth population.

Lectures were given to adult groups on the garda role and the need for greater co-operation of the com-
munity in the solution and prevention of crime.

MISUSE OF DRUGS
During the year 1,593 persons were charged with offences under the Misuse of Drugs Act 1977, this com-
pares with 1,256 in 1981 - an increase of 26.83%. There were 1,873 seizures of drugs were made in
1982 compared to 1204 in the previous year - an increase of 55.56%.

The most significant factor was the amount of heroin seized during the year, which increased from
170.134 grammes in 1981 to 1264.35 grammes in 1982 - an increase of 643%. The largest single seizure
of heroin was 367.84 grammes seized in the Dublin area.

The drug investigation courses which began at Garda Headquarters in February 1982 were on-going
throughout 1982. In the latter half of the year a number of courses of one week's duration have been held
for inspectors and sup.erintendentsfroin every division.

The assistance provided by the customs service has been considerable and has resulted in significant sei-
zures of drugs at the various points of entry to the State.

During 1982, talks and lectures relating to drug abuse, were conducted by members of the Gardai, for vari-
ous groups and organisations on 1,039 occasions - this figure compares with 438 occasions in 1981 and
246 occasions in 1980. The public demand for these drug related talks/lectures continues to increase.

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SUB-AQUA UNIT
The Garda Sub-Aqua Unit was established in 1966 to carry out searches for:

(a) Bodies of victims of crime or drowning accidents.
(b) Weapons used in the commission of crime or other evidence of crime deposited in water.

The Unit carried out 20 major operations during the year in connection with the investigation of crime.

Resulting from 30 underwater search operations the Unit recovered 26 bodies.

THE EMI;:RGENCY 999 SERVICE
During the year 168,830 emergency 999 calls were received by the Garda. 141,582 calls at the Communi-
cations Centre, Dublin Castle; 13,758>8t the Communications Room, Union Quay, Cork City; 4,380 calls
at Eglinton St. Station, Galway Ci'ty; 4,137 calls at the Communications Room, Henry St. Limerick; 1,535
calls at the Communications Room, Waterford; 518 calls at the Communications Room, Letterkenny;
2,904 calls at the Communications Room Dundalk and 16 calls at the Communications Room, Portlaoise.

STOLEN MOTOR VEHICLE INVESTIGATION UNIT
This Unit which operates for the whole country is based in Dublin Castle.

Close liaison is maintained with similar units in other countries and this co-operation has led to the recovery
of many stolen vehicles. 1207 of these were recorded as stolen. 883 of the vehicles recorded as stolen
were motor cars, motor vans and lorries, while 324 were motor cycles. 300 vehicles, bearing false registra-
tion plates were discovered beYthe unit during the year.

ROAD TRAFFIC
Throughout the year all members of the Force and especially the Traffic Corps achieved a hi~h degree of
enforcement of road traffic legislation. Particular attention was given to drunken driving and related of-
fences. On the run up to Christmas Garda efforts were intensified in this regard and a joint Garda/Road
Safety Association publicity campaign was undertaken, the apparent results of which were encouraging.

There were 469 fatal traffic accidents during the year resulting in the deaths of 515 people. These figures
show a decrease of 57 in the numbers killed and 59 in.the number of accidents compared to the figures for
the previous year.

PUBLIC RELATIONS AND PRESS OFFICE
The use of the Press Office within the Force as an operational back-up service continued to increase and
during the year, the Office was able to help in many major investigations. The extent of these demands em-
phasise the need for an 'efficient and responsive Press/Public Relations Department to enable positive and
prompt action to be taken to ensure that relationships between the Gardai and the public are not damaged
by unbalanced or ill informed reporting.

Press Office staff spend a considerable amount of time lecturing to members on internal courses including
the Garda College at Templemore. The staff have also been actively engaged in providing lectures to stu-
dents and career seminars and like events organised by teachers, career guidance counsellors and parents
organisations.

Relations with the media have been good and I would liK'e to record my appreciation for their cooperation in
a-number of sensitive Garda operations.
